Allan: I originally air. Right.
They kept on telling you how [00:11:00] awesome it is. It's so, so intense. 
Victor: It's so not like any other cop show. It's no. Full thing on its own. Yeah. Like I would not ever put it in a category with, you know, um, uh, what's, you know, all those, uh, other cop shows, , those street blues, I dunno. Yeah. Intense. And I'll admit, I'll

Allan: There's an audience for every show. Mike, did you enjoy Lucifer? [00:16:00] Never 
Mike: saw Lucifer. 
Allan: Oh, well, you should give that a go.
You might get some, some stuff to show in your, in your religion class. I know that you're a history teacher, but
for 
Kacey (2): like six weeks in a row. 
Allan: Was that Casey? 
Kacey (2): He'll have to go to confession. Oh, right. They're watching it too much. So it's 
Allan: not that bad. You know, what's hilarious. I just listened to Tom Ellis who played Lucifer on Lucifer, getting interviewed on the Michael Rosenbaum show. Okay. His Tom Ellis's family.
They're all Baptist ministers Even his sister, like they're all hardcore religious people. And so how do you, how do you rebel against that? You play the devil on a TV show. 
Tanya: Are they still family? Yeah, that's why you're so good.

Tanya: I'm going to play the opposite. 
Zack: Hard note. 
Tanya: Yeah, [00:17:00] 
Allan: exactly. Wow. What a story. Yeah. It's, it's pretty funny. That's crazy. Um, so Tanya. Hi. How have you been? 
Tanya: Um, I've been busy. Um, it's been a, it's been a week. I, it's been the longest week actually. Um, so it started, uh, so Saturday was wonderful.
I had girl day and, um, my friend and I went and, um, spent. The entire day, just hanging out and having fun. Um, and it was a beautiful day. Like this week was your punishment for that. Yeah, I get it now.

We don't expect anything more or less than that. Uh, but we we've taken that money and [01:23:00] we've like, We did. We went to Sudbury trip. We've bought swag for, you know, when we went to fan expo that paid for the swag that we gave to the actors, uh, you know, whenever I send somebody, you know, a trivia winner, like Mike, I'm going to be sending him some swag.
That's what that money goes for. And, and. Like, I don't, I don't use it to pay for hosting it. That's basically, we just use it to make the show better. Right. And to make it fun. So thank you to the 61 total 54 of them are still paying, which is pretty good retention numbers, if you ask me, like from 61, so what I'm going to do today is I'm going to shout out all 61, but, um, you know, moving forward, I'll only shout out the ones who are still paying, but I want to make sure because there's been people here who have been Patrons since the beginning.
And for example, Mike L he's our first ever patron. He's he joined January 7th, 2021. [01:24:00] The day I mentioned Patreon, he became our first patron, Mike L. One day later, January 8th, both Jack, our buddy, Jack from, from Melbourne and Josh B from Pennsylvania joined. So they're second and third. So shout out to those guys.

And if you don't know who Jason C is, he's the man behind this Massachusetts, uh, Jason, I he's, uh, well, I don't want to say last name. Anyway, Justin T, Jacob D, Ryan W, Jamie B.
Squirrelly Matt, you finally joined at some point because I think you wanted to know what all the fun was about. Take my dollar. Yeah. Danielle, Raymond B, Brian T, Mr. Tan, I can say him because he's been on our podcast and he's been part of our table reads with Dean and Tiara. Maurice S, a. k. a. Moe from Britain Moe.
And by the way, guys, all you Americans say, you're going to move to Canada because of all the stuff that's going on. Those two actually did. They moved to Canada. They're living in Brampton now, and I can't wait to see them. They've got the baby and stuff, and it'll be great to see them. Uh, Michelle, who's on, on the call tonight, Tyler, Robbie C, you know who that is?[01:26:00] 
Mike, Mike B, Joey C. Yeah, Joey 
Tres: C, 
Allan: Eric C, Casey D who's on the call tonight. Jeff C is also on the call. Liz, uh, T that's, uh, Trace's partner in 
Victor: crime there.

So those are all our patrons past and present. Thank you so much everyone for. That dollar a month, 2 a month. Thank you. Thank you. Thank you, 
Mike: Mike.

Just, you know, different ways to make it worth your while, but thank you so much for years of doing this and we really appreciate you. Uh, so all that's left to do is final comments and let me go quickly around the horn and before I get to my panelists and I'll start at the bottom, right? Awesome. Are you there?
Can you speak? Maybe not. How about you, Aaron? Oh, awesome. I can

Allan: Yeah, go ahead. 
Awesome: Yeah. Uh, so I just want to, on the record, the only one I got wrong with the number of fireworks category. 
Mat: Okay. Amateur. Other 
Awesome: than that, I know. Right. Uh, yeah, [01:30:00] no, it's always fun. Even though I was busy, I was just listening.
Uh, I enjoy hanging out with you guys. I look forward to the after party. 
Allan: Yeah. All right. Aaron, you still there? Yeah, 
Erin: I'm here. I'm here. I actually ended up, um, Uh, logging on. I, I, I made it to about eighth, eighth place, but, uh, 
Allan: I saw that. I saw somebody joined late. I'm like, that must be Aaron. You still finished ahead of Tanya, both Tanya.
