Now, know what you're thinking. There are many other Water County podcasts out there, but this one's about to get spooky. Again, I'm Mal, your host, uh, Tanya will not be joining us tonight. Uh, she's tending to a sick child, but online we do have Squirrelly Matt and, uh, the evil Victor and joining us. Tonight, he's the man from Mississippi, and he's the teacher from the Jersey Shore.
Please join me in making some noise for Trace and Mike! Wondrous! Oh, my Lord! 
Clip: Oh my God! Oh my God! Oh my God! Oh my God! Oh my God! Oh my God! Oh my God! Oh my God! Oh my God! I regret nothing! 
Allan: Welcome to the produce stand, everybody. How's everyone doing? 
Mike: Doing well, doing well. 
Allan: I was just saying in the pre show that this whole, you know, every other week thing is [00:02:00] throwing me off my game a bit, or, you know, my rhythm anyway.
So, uh, these intros are becoming more or less and less smooth. Not that they were very smooth to begin with, but, uh, Uh, but here we are and thank you. It's kind of been our calling card since day one. I

Um, but, uh, that was lots of fun. We went to, uh, Mount Tremblant. Is that how you pronounce it? Mont Tremblant. French.

Victor: Yeah. It feels wrong. It would take an accent. Yeah. Uh, I'm can just say Mount T 
Allan: Tremlin if you want. Yeah, yeah, yeah. I'm probably 
Victor: pronouncing some letters. I'm [00:03:00] not supposed to tro blanc.
Mm-Hmm. You don't really say the T. All right, thanks. Uh, 
Tres: BHI Pronounced Lan .

Allan: it and exposed them to my son and his two buddies who came, they were amazed and in awe and basically spoiled for any future concerts.
They may go to, I think. 
Victor: Uh, you can let, you can let your boy know I can teach him how to play a few of their new songs. I, 
Allan: um, speaking of that. So, um, my, my update, first of all, uh, my, my daughter's birthday was this past weekend. So we had like [00:11:00] 10 and 11 year olds running around the backyard. It was a gorgeous day.

Like that's all they've been playing and they got up and they were the closer last night. They were the last band on, which means that, uh, I guess they were, they were considered the, you know, the, the best acts because that's what you do.
You. Leave the best for last and they killed it. Allan: you know, like just do it. Yeah, but no, it was, it was great. It was, it was the perfect, hopefully like I, from where I was sitting. It couldn't have gone better and I hope, you know, he says he was like he was on cloud nine.
He couldn't go to sleep last night. So, uh, 
Tres: yeah. So how long before they're opening for the weekend? 
Allan: Right? Yeah, who knows? They got to be old enough to play in a bar first. Um, yeah, you

Tres: everybody wants 
Allan: to rock, right? Yeah. But, uh, yeah, that, yeah, we were 16 and I think we played cocaine by, by by, uh, Clapton and, uh, . And uh, yeah. Nice track. The bar, the bar was kind of one of these, you know, chicken wire in front of the stage to keep, 'cause it was, it was a, it was a bit of a dive place.
Oh yeah. Bit of a dive place. But, uh, we played both kinds of music kind in Western. Oh yeah, yeah, yeah. We played neither. The closest we came was cocaine by Clapton. Everything else was like, that's, yeah. That's not country or western other stuff. No. Um, yeah, so that's been my week. Matt, have you been? 
Mat: Uh, [00:17:00] good, good.
Lots, uh, lots going on. Lots of fun stuff. I, uh, stocked up on some new retro kid gear recently. I know I've talked about them before. We're actually hoping to get Steve from retro kid on sometime soon. Um, do a bit of an off brand episode where we just reminisce about our childhoods and, uh, tap into those old cartoons and shows we all love.
But, uh, yeah, I was, it was a warehouse sale and I got a new Fraggle rock sweater, which I'm rocking right now. Uh, Tom and Jerry sweater, a Jetsons shirt, a polka dot door shirt. Oh, nice. 
Allan: I like that. What's that character? That's um, Muttley. Muttley. That's right. Yeah, he had that wheezy laugh, right? Yeah. And then the other one was Snidely 
Mike: Whiplash.
Yeah, yeah, yeah.
Mat: Then the unexpected one, it was like a, it was a bonus. If you spent money, which you did, it was a Munsters shirt. So, um, that, yeah, it was kind of cool. Like, so, I don't know, it was a fun time. Um, so stocked up on that shit. Um, been continuing my running. [00:18:00] So that's, uh, been going really well. I mean, there's no reason I still got a week left in the month that, um, back to back months running over a hundred K.

Mat: it's yeah, there's something exhilarating and it's insane. It's insane. I know. And again, if that feels good, I may. Finally balls up and, and try a full in October, but, um, I don't know, I've never had the guts to, 
Victor: I made peace with myself that I will never need to do 
Allan: on the live stream.
Aaron is suggesting a TPS eight K on the Saturday before shoresy night. I'm going to say no. 
Victor: Oh, I'm all in for that. 
Allan: Uh, no, you go ahead, you go ahead, Aaron, and, uh, I'm sure you can get, Oh, maybe Mike, you'll be there, right? Maybe you can go Mike with her. 
Clip: Oh. 
Tres: [00:21:00] I'll 
Allan: be conserving my energy for my show that night, 
Victor: but, but like, why are you saying eight?
Well, 
Mat: they don't, they're speaking in freedom units. I don't know. She talking eight K or eight miles. All right. All right. She, she, she had a conversion 
Victor: issue. 
Mat: The last thing I'll quickly mention is, um, I've just, out of the blue, I started re crushing a show I love. I've only ever watched it once, but I'm liking it just as much the second time, which is Silicon Valley.
Victor: Oh, it's such a good show. I 
Mat: forgot how good it was, and I've just been, I'm already into season four. I'm just crushing it. 
Allan: I've been through it twice, and I'm going through it a third time now with my son. 
Mat: I'm so mad that they ended it. Well, they have to, and what's his 
Victor: name was This was controversial and yeah, he's kind of a piece of shit, but he [00:22:00] left 
Allan: before the last season.
Didn't he? Well, yeah, but that's because, because of it being a piece of shit. Yeah. Yeah. 
Mat: But anyways, fantastic show. And I, and I'm just so happy. I'm back into it.

Tres: skidoos. That's exactly how I knew that Brooks Webb was serious about this endeavor. [00:25:00] When it was like. Dad, I quit smoking weed two months ago and I was like, wow, are you for real? He goes, yeah, they make you take a drug test.

I'm sure that, yeah, there's a lot of controls put in place now, but, uh, right. But I mean. 'cause that's the first thing I thought of was pushing 10. Yeah. 
Allan: Well that movie made it look so stressful. 
Victor: I was like, who would want this job 
Tres: at one time? I'm fairly certain it was. 
Victor: Yeah, I'm sure. I'm sure it's still stressful as much as you know.
Much better. It is. It's probably not like, you know, like Al's job , [00:28:00] it's uh, 
Allan: Hey, now 
Tres: a bundle of, right. Yeah. The best line from pushing 10 is like, well, isn't there something else we can do? He goes, yeah, he goes, what is it? You're going to wish you jumped in the creek. 
Allan: I got to watch that movie again. I'm right.
That was a great movie, but 
Tres: yeah, so. I'll he's probably going to go off to basic training and I don't know when I'll see him again. How old is your kid? Uh, he is 21, almost 22. 
Victor: Okay. So like mine, so there's hope that they can, you know, they will find the light. 
Tres: Right. Right. And it's like, he goes, where are you?
I said, well, where do you want to be stationed? He goes, he goes, I'd like to go to Japan or I'd like to go to like, And he goes, I guess, worst case scenario, I wind up in Kansas or something. And

Victor: are you the bearded lady Barbie?
Allan: No, I'm the rest of us were just dressing as the different Ken's. So just Ken's. All right. So I have this blonde wig and I've got a t shirt that says Ken off. And anyway, uh, so that's what we're doing on Saturday. So looking forward to that. Alright, well, here's what we're doing today, and so apologies, or I'm gonna admit to something right now, a little embarrassing, but I'm like, We should do a re watch of The Haunting at Modine's.
What a brilliant idea. What I didn't remember was that we did this last year. And, [00:35:00] uh, brilliant 
Tres: has no time limit. 
Allan: It went really well. So we're gonna do it again. And the thing is, last year Matt wasn't with us 'cause he was at, in, at Disney World. Um, Tanya was with us. So that's different. And also we had Awesome in Chad with us and this time we have Trace and Mike with us.
So we're gonna do the rewatch. And I've already scheduled all the, the, the holiday special rewatch is for the rest of the year. So we're going to do, we're going to rewatch all the holiday specials this year. And it's going to be a lot of fun. We're going to start with the haunting and Modine's I'll remind everyone.
Um, no, I won't. We're just going to watch it and we'll, we'll I'll stop if, if, uh, anyone wants me to pause and say stuff, we can do that. Um, but let's get started here by sharing my screen and my sound. All right, here we go, guys. Haunting of Modine's 2. 
Clip: Well, Halloween isn't so bad. Bit fucking green and lush around here.
Friend of October, isn't it? [00:36:00] Yeah. Al Gore's might be onto something. Devil's night boys. And you know, the shitheads will be out causing mischief. Can't scare me. Yeah, we know. You can try though. Cause that's the fun of it. Wayne's squirrely down. Speaking of mischief. That's. My cousin, Samuel. You mean speaking of shitheads?
He's very sorry for what he did last Halloween. What'd Samuel do this time? He stole candy from his little sister. Oh, little fucker. See, that's what I say. Oh, little Samuel's very sorry for what he did, and he'd like to come by to show you his costumes this year. Samuel knows the deal. But Samuel's going out dressed as his heroes, and he wants to come by Poor behavior is not to be rewarded.
It's to be punished. And Samuel is not welcome by for a full sized chocolate bar this Halloween. I'm with you, big brother. I wonder what it kind of feels like we should maybe be discussing the origins of Halloween. By talking about the history of it. Like, I mean, before we start celebrating the bastardized North American version of things.
Well, look who's pooped the pumpkin. Shocker. From where I'm [00:37:00] sitting, looks like you're curled up nice and cozy with the bastardized North American version of it, Wayne. Wait, you never heard the expression do unto others before they do unto you? You're fucking up, bud. 364 days a year, this guy's all, I don't give a shit about your kids.

Oh, it's in your jeans, bud. You know, the whole town's talking about how you big leagued them. That's all I'm saying. Yeah.

Maybe we should establish some [00:38:00] context here, boys, get your mind outta the gutter. But Samuel's Samuel is not welcome to come for a full size chocolate bar this Halloween.
That's mighty charitables of you, Wayne. That's one last set of parents of you. Big league. Yeah. Well that's one more trick or treater. That's you're backdooring. Oh, backdoor. Those trick or treaters like I backdoored you . Okay. You know what? Maybe we should establish some context here. Get your mind outta the gutter.
Ha ha ha ha ha ha ha ha 
Allan: Alright, let's talk about that cold open. Uh, Victor? I think I asked you this last year, but I'll ask it again. Do you big league or do you backdoor for Halloween? 
Victor: Uh, I, I in the middle. So I kind of, I don't give out full size bars, but I give a full handful of good quality chocolate.

Tres: I, I, all I'm saying is, oh, no, it came across Victor. Like, you're, like m and ms are on par with like [00:40:00] raisins and Yeah. 
Mat: You, you should have said like candy, corn, like a hand of candy, corn that's, that's at the bottom of the purple.
Victor: They're better than raisins, but they're not as good as chocolate bars. M. 
Allan: So here's an unpopular opinion. I prefer raisin gloss sets over the peanut gloss sets. 
Mat: No, I'm with you. 100%. Oh yeah. That is my jam, man. That's the only thing I ever wanted was you give me a big box. It's they're not going to cover raisins.
Victor: They're, they're good in a hand, like a small amount, but then they just get too sweet after a while. 
Tres: Would those be like goobers? 
Mat: Possibly. I think. All right. Is it a raisin covered in chocolate? Yeah. Yeah. 
Allan: So I guess that's our Canadian candy. Anyway, they come in two varieties. One is chocolate covered peanuts or chocolate covered raisins.

Mat: Well, we're, we're, we're kind of shitty at Halloween. Like we're Halloween people. [00:42:00] Um, like you see our yard, it's like all decorated.
We got tombstones, we got blow up. Fucking pumpkins and other shit and a fake bride and marriage ceremony wedding ceremony going on and Yeah, it all looks great, but when it comes to the night of, we pretty much turn off all the lights. What? And go out and do our own thing. Like, well, like, how? No, no, it's understandable, you've got 
Victor: kids, right?
No, no, it's, 
Mat: settle 
Victor: down, 
Mat: everybody. So, a couple years ago, we did sort of, we put a bowl out with some candy, and we don't go big, we just like Yeah, we'll get like, like the mini chocolate bars or something, which if they make it all the way to Halloween is lucky as well, because Jen and I eat like we have two boxes in the house that are almost empty because we're both fiends when it comes to chocolate.
But, um, yeah, we put them out and then 1 year, someone's like, yeah, 1 kid took the whole bowl. So we're like assholes. So now we just stop doing it all together because it's just us. Right? If. If my oldest was around, I'd probably make him hand out [00:43:00] candy, but it's just not where you're 
Allan: getting roasted in the live stream right now.
Matt. 
Mat: Oh, I know. I am for sure. Talk about 
Allan: back door in. Wow, Matt. That's pretty cold, Matt. 
Victor: No, no, but Matt, what I Matt, what I remember is when we had the kids is we'd go out, spend some time out with them. Then come back and then hand out candy after that. So you get the best of both worlds. 
Mat: The only other thing I'll say is I'm kind of like you, Al, we don't get a lot of kids.
Like we're in a pretty big neighborhood, but the weird thing about our street, it's, it's like I'm on a Crescent and then on top of the Crescent, I'm buried in a court as well. It's weird though. You've seen my house. Yeah. Yeah. Um, and. And it's my neighborhood is a lot of older families, so there's not a lot of kids here and then my street, which is up a hill to get up to my house is poorly lit at night.
So you drive past it and none of the houses on the main stretch ever decorate. So it doesn't look like our street does including Halloween. Yeah, I'm hearing a lot of

Tres: Oh my god, man You are that guy. I'm 
Allan: surprised. I'm a little surprised at you, man. Actually. 
Victor: Yeah. You're, you're like a big tease. You shouldn't be decorating your house. This is not me. 
Mat: My doing. I, I like there's, there's 
Victor: kids out there doing recon, uh, about, you know, okay.
Where are we going to, how are we going to do the map? And then your house is like, Oh, we have to go to that one. And then they show up and then like, what the hell is this? 
Allan: Yeah. 
Mike: We got to go to the sign up. It says we don't participate. 
Allan: Yeah, I mean, we got to go to the house of the guy who's got the Fraggle Rock, uh, sweater.
He's gonna be fun. And then he's not. Yeah. Mike, what's it like in the, on the Jersey shore? I bet you it's crazy. 
Mike: [00:45:00] It's, uh, we have a walkable neighborhood, but the last, like, at least three years and we're going again, no, two years and we're going for a third year. Uh, one of the parents at school who has, Two of our three kids match up with them.

That's panhandling In call I was in college, but and listen I tell this because so my roommate he was super short He looked like he could have been a kid But we dressed up and we went and one, one, like a lot of people were looking at us weird, but one house, we laughed and said, listen, guys, you're dressed up, you're having a good time, here's some fucking candy.
And I've lived by that too. I love it. I'm like, if teenagers or old people show up and they want to trick or treat, as long as they're doing some attempt to participate. I will give them candy, but if they're not dressed up, I'm like, take a 
Tres: hike in my book. If they have something to hold candy in, it's good enough for me.
We, uh, you know, the, you know, this world and everything between, uh, the diseases and this, that, and the other, we have destroyed almost a whole generation's, uh, kids childhood in one form or another. And I don't care, [00:49:00] you know, if they want to trick or treat till the end of their days. I will give them candy.
Victor: I, I make them earn it. Like I make them talk, 
Tres: ask them questions. But I mean, I'm not going to be one of those assholes that sits there and opens the door. Aren't you a little old to be trick or treating? Fuck you, asshole. No, I don't do that. Give them some candy. Don't be a dick, you know? 
Mat: But Victor, I am sort of like you too.
Like if I have to do it in those situations. I at least, like, if they'll show up, just hold a bag. I'm like, what do you say? 
Tres: I will, I will acquiesce that, but come on, man. This is a trick or treat 
Allan: job. You have, um, we, I found one person who likes, uh, candy corn and that's our buddy Jeff there. Uh, and awesome says, just don't be the prick who stands, who hands out toothbrushes.
Uh, yes, well said, what, what is 
Victor: that? I've never encounter anything like that. Yeah. Some people do, I guess. Anyway, um, any comments on the cold open? Oh, yeah, [00:50:00] I think my favorite part about the cold open was that spider on the on the roof, right? 
Allan: Okay, I think I think that was your MVP last year to the spider.
Anyway, let's let's move on to the first scene.
Clip: Well, she's looking a wee bit more like October now, isn't it? Why is Gaylor want us here so early? She didn't say. Ooh, I hope it's for an early sample of one of her harvest rotating taps. Can't legally serve beer for another hour, bud. Ah, here goes dairy backdoor and the liquor control board. Well, there goes Wayne, big league of me, before he even had a beer, apart from the course.
She sounded rattled. When a friend asks for help, you help him.
Gailor! 
Victor: You're just mussing the cigarette. Happy 
Clip: Halloweens, Gailor. You hung over? No, why? Oh, you got your water there? Bit of fresh air, that'll do it. It's holy water. It's not what it is. Ear me no. I love a good horror movie. We know. I love a good scare. [00:51:00] We know. But guess what? Chicken butt. Modine's 2 is haunted.
No, it isn't. Is 2? No, it isn't. Is 2? No, it isn't. Follow me now.
The penis.
Uncle Eddie's pig hoof hops ale. He was a good guy. He was a great guy. He's come back from the dead for one more go. Tried to get me to drink that shite with him in bed. You took down Uncle Eddie? Yeah, I took him down once. How's that for you? Ecstasy. Why only once? I miss Gale. Did he die shortly after? He died in his 90s.
Yeah. What are you doing taking down geriatrics, Gale? What, you never met no one with a geriatric care fetish before? Get the fuck out of here. What, you never been to Lemon Party. org? Get the fuck out of here. So, you think Uncle Eddie is haunting Modine's too? I know he's haunting Modine's too. There's his pig hoof hops front and center.
Gale's right. I'll Pardon? Now he explains this. Literally 1 million ways could be Ghost or Google or Spirit. A phantom or an orb. [00:52:00] ECT mist. Poltergeist. An angel. Archangel. A demon elemental. No it isn't. Oh, it's a ghost. What am I fall under? One of the many Sub ghost categories. Now you got your vengeful, you got your Hungs, you got your residuals, got your messengers, got your inanimate.
Uh, you got your artificial uh, aals Childs. Then you got all your different types of lady ghosts. You got your ladies in red, ladies in white, ladies in black, ladies in blue, ladies in purple, ladies in vermilion, ladies in the burnt orange siennas. Then you got your bloody marri We're not even getting into Japanese ghosts, holy cheese.
No, you don't. Spirit energy doesn't just goes away, Wayne. It circulates. Mmm, what is it, cowboy? Let me make a call.[00:53:00] 
Great costumes there, Bonnie. You got yourselves an attentive student right here. Yeah, I'm reformed. You can hit me one more time, baby. Costume? Bonnie. Wayne. Did you make your angel food cupcakes for the annual Catholic school alumni bake sale to raise much needed funds for the missionary trip to Nicaragua?
I sure did, Wayne. Good for you. Enjoy yourself. I will. Woolwich Taffy Cone, Harvest IPA from Wellesley, Ontario. Boastful, yet reserved. Opinionated. Selective. Elmira Maple Syrup. Skinner Farms Smoked Bacon.
Mmm. Tastes like a tragedy occurred while making breakfast. [00:54:00] Takers? Let's get this guy a fuckin poppers. Don't mind if I do. Heh heh heh. Jesus. So you think it's us boys? Why boys? Cause last night was so much fun. And your shit is. Oh, okay. So you think we're playing pranks now, huh? 
Allan: So let's, let's rewind. So apparently she wasn't carrying the cupcake tray before.
Only after when, when Wayne, 
Victor: what continuity? No, no. He, Wayne willed it. 
Allan: He willed it into her 
Tres: hands. Yeah. I just realized, I just realized all Mike wanted to do this episode.

I've heard a lot of good things about it. It's 
Clip: great. Takers. Let's get this guy a fucking poppers. Don't mind if I do.
Respect on that chug. So you think it's us, boys? Why, boys? Cause last night was devil's night? And you're shitheads. Oh, okay, so you think we're playing pranks now, huh? Well, it's clear there is a [00:56:00] unique brand of tomfuckery at play. I haven't smashed a pumpkin on someone's doorstep since grade 9, boys. Conclusively. Are you sure you guys didn't just come in here and do all this? Breaking and entering? There are far more gratifying crimes with far more Also, it's a sin, so no, we didn't.
So? I will perform a seance to summon Uncle Eddie. Speak with him. Reason with him if I must. Though I will be reluctant to cooperate with him. I promise you that. K. That was the ghost of yesterday's dinner. Five seconds of silence to beckon Beelzebub. Sorry, give me a stage like that, I'm gonna have to dazzle.
Five seconds of silence while Satan substantiates.
What was that one? Control your bum. Be a lady. That came out my front bum. Oh no. Is that a queef? Sounded like a queef. Queef! Okay.
Oh. Oh. I think there's something wrong. How are you doing that? [01:05:00] I don't know. That's very freaky. Are you scared? I'm very scared. Okay, everybody. Five more seconds of silence. No farting. Or burping. Or Maybe Maybe it'll go away. And try again. Volt! Oh, no, no! Jesus Christ! He has nothing to do with it, but oh my God!
Exercise him, Glenn! What? I don't know how to do that! I did not think it would come up! How are you doing that? I don't know! I didn't think we'd get that far. It's like we flipped the wrong button or something! There are no buttons. Can we get a circuit breaker, maybe? Maybe there's just a frog in my throat.

McMurray and I went down mannequin one year. Hopped on over to the Aztec pyramids, and we were And got ourselves on a guided tour with some genuine ghost hunters. You guys, they taught us everything they goddamn know, okay? We've guided tours down Volko. We've guided tours down Caicos. We've guided tours down Coon.
Pitter patter. All right, you guys see this in my hand? No. This here is a genuine SB9 ghost talkie. Transmiss ghost speak. Oh, is that what it does? You fire it up, and when the ghosts start talking, you can hear what they're saying. Fire it up, babe. Lemony's snickering baby, there's activity off the charts!

And now my friend David wants me to say thanks for him for Big League and the Cheapskate [01:12:00] Beatskates in town who gave out half chocolate bars.
Please tell your friend David I'm more than happy to big league cheapskate beatskates like Daryl. But Samuel, big brothers are to look out for their little sisters. 
Allan: Yes, sir. 
Clip: You only get one family, Samuel. You are to treat them with love and respect. 
Allan: I will learn my lesson, sir. 
Clip: Good. And to make sure you've learned your lesson, you will not be receiving a full size chocolate bar from your Uncle Wayne this Halloween.
Allan: Yes, sir. 
Clip: Now Waynes, remember when I said that Samuels wanted to show you his costumes this year? That's because Samuels wanted to go dressed as his heroes for Halloween. Who's your hero, Samuels? Wade. Wait,
Mat: did they change Samuels shirt there? No. No. Between No, he was always 
Clip: wearing it. 
Mat: Sure. I was looking for that too, Andy. 
Clip: I didn't say we couldn't split a full size chocolate bar this Halloween. Choco [01:13:00] Coconut? Coconut's fucking gross, asshole. Oh. 
Mat: Ha ha! Okay, go, go back for a second. 
Allan: Yeah. 
Mat: I need, I need a visual of when he's last in line.
Mike: Yeah, 
Mat: I know he is, but when he pops 
Clip: out 
Mat: I accept your Yeah, it is the same fucking 
Clip: shit. Hold your horses there, Waynes. Samuel's here has some things that he likes to say to you. 
Allan: Yeah. Yeah. All right. Fuck. I thought you caught something there. 
Mat: I thought I caught something. Continuity error. No. Well, it would have been intentional, but 
Tres: yeah.
Does anybody else think it would have been like really funny at the end? It'd be the dropped Samuel straight to the ground. I can watch kids 
Allan: fall off Wayne. 
Tres: I also think it would track for Wayne as well. Fucking gross, man. 
Allan: All right. That is the haunting of Modine's too. Now, [01:14:00] just to remind you guys, uh, how this went the first time we all watch this.
Uh, let's see here, uh, Victor gave this one a, uh, clearance. I'm surprised. Wow. 
Victor: Do you want to revise your, your rating? Yeah, I'd give it a compost to be honest, 
Mike: man. Uh,
Allan: Well, you're entitled to your opinion wrong as it may be. Uh, I gave this one a fresh, uh, it's still a fresh, I think it's still, there's a lot of fun stuff in this it's a, it's a gorgeous looking episode, but there's also a lot of, a lot of running gags in this one from. The Bonnie McMurray stuff to the, the different, uh, haunting, like figuring out who, what the possibilities are for the hauntings to the beer.
I mean, yeah, you almost forget that there's, this is the episode where 
Mike: yeah, 
Allan: you [01:15:00] always forget. This is the one where, where Derry's on his, on his saddle, on his high horse. Um, so yeah, I mean, this is still a fresh episode, but Matt has, uh, you, you gave it a fresh as well. Originally, uh, does it, has that changed?

Like really, I enjoyed it, but there, and there's a lot of good parts, but it's, it. I don't know. It's kind of all over the map, eh? Um, but I gotta give massive credit again, and I'm sure I did then to Roald and Edward Stern that that scene alone um saves the episode and does some not saves it but does some great things for it and I love how when it Wrapped up that scene and they leave it.

Uh, you know. What did you think of this episode? 
Tres: I will, I mean, I don't guess I've ever actually rated this one, but I'll give it a fresh mostly because on the, uh, the holiday ones are a freestanding episode anyway, and it's kind of hard to put it in the context of the show as a whole, 
Mat: but I take it as it is.

Allan: well, except for the cold open because, uh, yeah, but 
Tres: the cold opens, you know, that's 
Allan: because the joke there was that it's middle of the summer when they're shooting it.
Uh, the cold open, it was nice, sunny, and hot, and they were, they were commenting on how, how nice it was for, not for late October in Ontario. Uh, and then, um, but then the cuts of the scene where they're walking into Modine's and it's cold and rainy and looking more like October in Ontario. Right. Right. 
Tres: And I mean, it's just, you know, [01:19:00] but as far as that goes, I mean, they, they hit all the points.
They, there's not a lot of dead space in it, but it's, And like every good letter, Kenny episode is the more people you get involved in it, the better it is. 
Allan: And 
Tres: yeah, 
Allan: I always liked that about these holiday episodes 
Tres: and you know, the biggest takeaway. It looks like a damn dick in a jar, man. 
Allan: So you're, you're, you're with Tanya on that one.
And she swore that was on uncle Eddie's, uh, 
Tres: even after, even, I remember the first time I watched it, even after they said it's a pig hoof in a jar. I was like, dude, that's a fucking dick in a jar. 
Allan: And so when we rewatched this last year, this is hot off the news of, uh, them finding Uh, Rasputin's member, um, somewhere.
And, and, uh, it looked a lot like uncle, uncle Eddie's, uh, hoof, uh, hop ale. So there you go. 
Mat: Um, yeah. How many, what, like what's the timeline of this episode? Is this supposed to be all the same [01:20:00] day or this, it feels like it's like gone over multiple, starting to sound like victory. This. 
Allan: It's, it's just a Halloween concept.
Mat: What's your take on that? Cause how many questions like 
Allan: that? 
Mat: Monty McBury goes to a lot of events in one day. So it has to be over multiple days. No, it's like they get there early. Yeah, they 
Mike: got there. They requested to get there early. Gail's there. And 
Allan: they got there when Gail opened and it got progressively darker throughout the day.
And I got like in nighttime. So it was one day. It was all one. 
Victor: No, your logic doesn't mix. Bonnie is not going out and doing all that stuff coming back and going out again. That's not happening. It's just, there's no, there's no explanation for it. It's just nonsensical. The explanation 
Allan: is this whole thing is just one long comedy skit and it doesn't need to follow.
General, you know, and that's just that it's not an episode. It's, 
Victor: it's, it's, it's like a, let's, it's, it's almost like a brainstorming session. 
Allan: It's a, a writing, uh, uh, workshop. [01:21:00] All right, Mike, you are shaking your head. This, this is, is this your favorite holiday episode? This is your favorite episode, 
Mike: right?
Favorite holiday, probably still Christmas just because of the gift scenes, but, uh, this would be the second one. My least favorite was Easter. Although I've got a lot of pushback on that. This is a great episode. What does it have to be? It has to be, you get all the people in, like Trey said, you know, you're getting every one of your characters is pretty much there for a little bit.
You got, um, you know, gags that are maybe a little hokey, but it's Halloween. It's a holiday that people do hokey crap on Halloween. So, like, I don't know what more you want it to be, Victor, than what it is, but that's, it does, it does everything it needs to do. 
Victor: I don't want it to be anything. I'm just saying it's not good.
Mike: But then also you're entitled to be wrong, but you know, I think this episode, [01:22:00] as far as the holidays go, it's definitely, you know, I can put it one, but I probably put it to Christmas. Um, the only part that doesn't a hundred percent work for me is the McMurray's in the dark bit. Yeah. I think that's, that's a little.
Maybe the weakest part of all of them and my favorite has always been um Derry's pretentious beer snob routine because like I I know people like that Like i've met guys like that and I know people that I hang out with occasionally that are like that Like you gotta taste this ale. I don't want to taste your Weird ale.
I just want to give me, give me a whole garden or a wheat ale in lieu of, yeah, I mean, I, I would, is the full fresh for me, you know, 
Victor: whole garden was my favorite beer for a long time. 
Mike: All right. We 
Victor: agree. 
Mike: I would like to share a whole garden with, uh, Victor someday. 
Allan: Yeah, 
Mat: I think that'll 
Allan: [01:23:00] happen. Yeah, that'll happen soon.
Mat: I think we need to circle back on the timeline thing here. What's that, Matt? Why? You're thinking it's all, all 
Allan: in one day, 
Mat: right? You're 
Allan: having a harder time at this than you did the first time through. They 
Mat: can't even start serving alcohol to 11. So that's, You've cut your days down significantly, significantly enough that Bonnie couldn't 
Allan: attain all the things that she was doing.
Do you think, uh, Gail, uh, goes by the rules set by the LCBO that she'll only serve after 11? 
Mat: Well, Wayne, I don't, I think Wayne would. I think Wayne would respect it. And, and, and it didn't, you know, and now it's 9am now, but that didn't change at the time they shot this. So they couldn't start drinking until 11 at the bar.
Victor: Each Bonnie that you're seeing is in the parallel universe. It's all happening at the same time. Now 
Mat: we're exploring the multiverse. We're watching, 
Allan: uh, well, what's that community? All right. So why 
Mat: didn't you lead with that? I could have bought that with that option. 
Allan: It's that community episode with, uh, uh, [01:24:00] where they're all at, uh, about Abbott's, uh, apartment and they go through the different timelines.
That's what it is. Anyway, let me remind you folks, uh, the MVPs for this one here, I gave it to Tannis. I really liked her scene with, um, Bonnie Victor, as, as he'd mentioned again, this time, at least you're consistent. Gave it to the spider on the produce stand. 
Mat: Really? 
Allan: He did. Tanya gave it to Uncle Eddie's hoof, which she thought through the whole course.
She did. Was the, that 
Mat: checks out to, 
Allan: um, awesome. Gave it to Wayne last year. Awesome. Gave it to Wayne and Chad gave it to Bonnie McMurray. Uh, Michael go with you first who would you give the mvp to 
Mike: uh i would probably say it's a it's a toss up for me between dairy because i love that baby does and gail for the haitian accent which i only rediscovered this [01:25:00] afternoon uh but i would go dairy i love his bit with the beers you know the way he sells it with his facial expressions to me is.
