Allan: that he's going to shoot his special that night. 
Kassie: Yes. Is that a Netflix thing? 
Allan: Uh, 
Kassie: he didn't say who it was through, so 
Allan: probably crave, but you know what?
Kassie: That's September. Sorry. You said, 
Allan: yeah, 
Kassie: it hasn't been like formally [00:15:00] announced with like a date and everything yet. Um, but he did say that would be in September and it sounds like leading up to it, we're going to have this show every month called the new show. And I'm super excited. Tickets are like 20 bucks.
So for any DJs in Ontario, who. Want to hang out. I will probably go to a couple of these. So

Allan: Mark has been hitting the gym. 
Victor: You were undressing him last time. I, 
Kassie: I can't get away from that story.
So 
Allan: it'll be, hopefully we can try to get tickets for that taping of his special in September. That might be fun. That would be a lot 
Kassie: of fun. Yeah. 
Tanya: And you know what, if anyone can do a reoccurring, like a monthly gig, it's him, like his stuff is so [00:16:00] entertaining. Like, I, yeah, there's a reason why you go so much because.
Every show is so entertaining and different and just it's a blast. Absolutely. Absolutely. I love that I come on here. 
Kassie: Oh, sorry. Go ahead. I 
Gord: wonder if he's trialing material or building up material for the special by doing these monthly things. Just give him a forum to test stuff out. 
Kassie: Yeah, that's a good one.
Absolutely. I, I think it's hilarious that I come on here. I'm like, yeah, like I went to a nice dinner and also all this Mark forward news. 
Allan: You are 
Tanya: the CEO. It is important. You should be on payroll. 
Allan: You're our Mark forward correspondent. You can come on whenever there's Mark forward news and break it to us.
How's that? 
Kassie: I would love that. I will be the CEO of hype. 
Allan: Coming live on the scene at the comedy bar at front of the line because she gets there so early is Cassie. And what's Mark wearing today? 
Victor: It's funny if she gets the segment before Jeff, 
Allan: right?

Allan: And back from his, uh, it was more than a jaunt down to Antarctica. Why, why is he gourd? How are you now? 
Gord: Uh, doing good. Thanks. Then, uh, bit of a week, kind of a weird week cause I, Basically, 6 a.
m. exactly a week ago, I arrived back from Buenos Aires and went right to work and, um, have been, uh, sort of recovering through that, uh, catching up from being away for 2. 5 weeks. And, uh, my parents were, uh, Here they've been looking after the cats at the end. So had the weekend with them doing some stuff before they [00:18:00] headed back home and we'll be heading to Atlanta, Canada to see them and the rest of my family next week.
So Lots of stuff going on beyond just Antarctica, but 
Allan: I had a great time, though, following along on your trip and seeing all the pictures. It looks like you guys had a blast. Although it also looked like Tom had a bit of a rough crossing. 
Gord: Yeah, no, the, um, the Drake passage. Is known for it is 1 of the roughest pieces of sea anywhere and just because you've got 2 oceans coming together and there's no land masses to break up any of the sea.
So, um, we were told it was a 5 at a 10 or 6, depending on what we asked for, which we had 5 meter swells, which is whatever that is in feet, but, um, it was, uh. It was shaken about for basically a week. Got on and they kind of we did our first dinner [00:19:00] and everyone partake. And I think Tom in retrospect decided that maybe he had too much wine there to to get ready for it.
But they came on the loudspeaker and said that there's a that the. Captain's expecting rough waters from 4 a. m. until 10 p. m. Um, so that's a lot. So, oh, man, 
Clip: that's so 
Tanya: scary. Okay. So like medication, like, what do you do to prepare for that? 
Gord: We were taking medication, um, for me, I was, I was fine. It was, it wasn't great, but I, um, I sat in the sort of, sort of a, The main lobby of the ship, so the ship's relatively small, it has a 100 cabins passing about 200 people.
So it's got some dampers and things, but it's not like a giant ship in terms of dealing with this. Well, so we, the, the ship was moving and it's kind of the [00:20:00] side to side and the up and down, but you're also got the, you've got moving on the center axis that I think Tom had the worst, but there was. There was, uh, lots of cones out where people hadn't, uh, found their barf bag.
And, um, it was 
Allan: stuff like drink and like, you know, eat off a table. Like, isn't your plate just like sliding all over the place? It was 
Gord: so what I, what I did when it was kind of, I would sit in front of the check in and it was kind of in the middle of the ship, not too high. And I could see the horizon on either side and I just kind of sat straight in the middle of the ship and that was my happy place.
And, uh, I, I wrote through that and then, um, had, um, just ate bland food, but by, by dinnertime, it had calmed down a little bit. And, um, so I went into the main restaurant, which is traditionally at the more, at the more stable place. But at one we hit a wave and we just heard [00:21:00] crashing dishes. Um, but, um, I, when you were in bed, it was definitely like, there was, there was times where we wish the thread count on the sheets was a little lower because we were sliding around.
Allan: Did you ever hear like, I would be worried if I heard anyone on the crew go, Whoa, that was a big one. Did you 
Gord: know this? I mean the, I mean, that's like, it was only a six out of 10 and there were, they're used to worse. And the. The good news is that there were two ships that left at the same time and we watched our route and we took not the most direct paths and the French ship that left at the same time took a direct pass and we've.
The Britain is an open bridge, so you can go in and talk to the crew at any time and basically said that we went around a storm that what we got was the edge of the storm, but the other ship just went right through it because they wanted to get there as quickly as possible. 
Allan: And you said it was a French ship, so they were probably all like, out of smokes and stuff [00:22:00] by the time they got there.
Gord: Well, there's no supplies, uh, there's no supplies in Antarctica. You've taken everything, there's nothing you're, uh, you have to be a hundred percent, like you're not allowed to leave anything behind at all. So we were like the water in the ship is desalinating ocean water. Um, and you're, I'm catching all the way, all the waste and, uh, dehydrating it.
So you, you can take, don't get too big, but 
Allan: that's great. Okay. But you got there. Was it, we did. And 
Gord: oh, it was amazing. It's the most beautiful place you could possibly imagine. Just, uh, blue waters, icebergs, everywhere. Glaciers, just seeing giant huge pieces that were glaciers, like. Days or hours before you saw them and these things that are if you're in a little Zodiac and this thing that's bigger than like.
[00:23:00] Multiple houses, just like moving slowly, but as it just moves out to sea, uh, we saw whales, penguins, seals, um, 
Allan: So 
Gord: cool. 
Allan: I've never been on a cruise before, but I've heard enough, you know, I know a lot of people who've been on cruise and stuff and you hear enough stories when you got off the ship, how was the hard rock cafe in Antarctica?
Gord: It was, Uh, none, none, none of that. What? Um, 
Allan: those senior frogs, nothing. No, like what are you supposed to 
Gord: eat? Then this, this is an adventure cruise. I had no, I have no desire to get on a boat with 2, 000 other people heading out for the buffet. 
Allan: It's I'm joking, obviously. But is there anything like when you get off the boat, is there anything there?
Like, um, 
Gord: Uh, there are so there's historical things. So there, there are places where there were settlements. So you can see, like, um, buildings [00:24:00] that were occupied it for various expeditions. Um, we actually, the only people we saw that weren't on our ship was there was a Ukrainian research station that, um, was, um.
Doing climate research and I had a group of of researchers there and one of the expedition leads. Ownership had formerly worked with them, so he got out and had an hour to catch up with them. But, um, we just kind of, we drove by on our Zodiacs. We did. That was. Each day you had, you were, I usually went out twice, the Zodiacs once, generally once you were just, they call it a safari where you're basically going and looking and, uh, looking for whales or seals.
And we didn't get there, but the, one of the Zodiacs, we watched it from afar, had like multiple humpbacks, like right next to them. And they were like the, the, the, the fin of the humpback and the tail, like slash bite. We've seen a couple of [00:25:00] feet of them and they were, they were screaming. It was, there was also work as in another group that were a little further apart, but, um, we saw some, some penguin fornication, fornication, sorry, lots of that.
And, um, the, the expedition leads were quite excited about the, uh, Orcas were also getting frisky and, uh, I think she was Russian, um, but she was not into clinical terms. So, um, she was, she was, we have a video where she's saying, yes, that's a whale dick.
Allan: Amazing. 
Gord: And it was quite the, it was quite the scene. I 
Allan: mean, the pictures and videos, uh, I'm sure didn't do any justice, but still were pretty spectacular. How long were you guys, like, off, like, you stayed offshore, right? How long were you down there for? 
Gord: What do you mean you stayed offshore? Like, 
Allan: like, at Antarctica, like, I know you, you, you flew to Buenos Aires, but once you got down [00:26:00] to So, 
Gord: so we had 11, 11 nights on the cruise.
So, basically, two, two days crossing in both directions. Um, and then you had, we had It's 6 days of doing things and, uh, do 
Tanya: you stay on the ship then when you're doing? 
Gord: So basically, I mean, you sleep and stay on the ship, but twice a day you get out on. And we did have an option. Some people did it. We could have camped.
Overnight on the Antarctic, um, it, they really, really discourage it. Um, they want people to understand that this is like survivalists. This isn't like, this isn't like, 
Victor: so you could get violated by a penguin. 
Gord: Uh, you're probably not going to die that way. You will definitely get very close to the penguins.
They're probably more interested in the other penguins, but, um, you're, you're Don't have an air mattress [00:27:00] or anything. You dig a hole in the snow and you have like a pad that insulates you. But everyone who went out basically did not sleep at all. They were, they were too cold to sleep. 
Allan: And speaking of which, I mean, how cold was it?
Like, it looked like you guys were able to enjoy it without having to be too wrapped. 
Gord: Yeah, no, it was actually very nice. It was probably in and around freezing plus or minus a few degrees. Yeah, no, it's summer. So there were times when we're out in the Zodiac. There was wind and when you're moving around, it was, it was cool.
And they basically, and I, they normally it is kind of gray and they get a lot of precipitation and, um, and rougher waters, but we were tremendously lucky. We had blue skies for many days. And they were like, Tried to tell us how rare this was. And it's kind [00:28:00] of, well, we didn't know anything else because that's all we saw.
Okay. 
Tanya: I have two follow up questions. So do you have to take the boat or can you fly out? 
Gord: Uh, technically you can fly there. It's tremendously expensive and it, um, Not that the cruise is cheap, but it's much more expensive to do that. And I had looked into it because I was afraid. I was afraid of the crossing.
It was 1 of the things I've been looking at this forever. And 1 of the reasons I hadn't done it. Um, but the risk of taking the plane is that there's no guarantee that the plane will have. Have have clear skies, so you could go, you could go there and wait for days and days and days. And never get clearance to take off.
So, um, you know, the boat's going to get there, but, uh, the plane, there's no guarantee. Amazing. And then coming back, we had the, so call it the Drake Lake or the Drake shake. And it's, we had the Drake Lake and it was like the [00:29:00] calmest waters. You could imagine like Lake Ontario. So, we ended up getting back much quicker and they basically they went full normally, they would time it to arrive when you want to get at port.
But it's like, we have calm waters. We're going anyway, as fast as they could. And then we just had almost, we were almost a day early in terms of getting near where we needed to be. And they just. We only had port time the next day, so they kinda hung around there to, um, just, um, have some time. 
Tanya: So when that was happening, did you have like the Titanic fear?
Like there's icebergs and you're going full tilt? They're going towards the biggest I know , 
Gord: no. When we were, so the icebergs are not in the. Once we were in the Drake Passage, like we were, there was a big thing, like you had to predict when you'd see the first iceberg. And it was like, it was the second day and into the afternoon of the second day when we saw our first iceberg.
So it was not, it's not once you're in there, like, [00:30:00] when we were, There was a push to get to the Antarctic Circle, where we actually pushed through, like, we pushed through the ice, so we kind of, we're not an icebreaker, but basically the ice had broken up, but as we go in, the chunks of ice kind of sprang out, so then we pushed through that for a while, so they're not going all out, and it's, There's not zero risk crews, cruisers have gotten stuck before because just because you just got the ice clears to go in, doesn't mean it clears when you go out.
Because if you look behind you, it actually was closing behind. 
Tanya: Wow. Wow. Mind boggling. Okay. Second, my follow up question was, um, the, uh, Northern lights, um, is that a thing? Not a thing. 
Gord: Um, there is, there is a Southern. A southern phenomenon. I'm going to forget the name of it, but we had no darkness. So you would not, you would have to go in the winter or in their winter.
Oh, did you have 24 
Allan: hours sunlight? 
Gord: [00:31:00] Uh, effectively. I mean, not, 
Allan: Oh, I think I saw a picture. Did you post a picture of the, 
Gord: yeah, the sun, the sun. So, so technically the sun rose at like 3 AM and sat at like 11. Um, but once we were in the Antarctic circle, as of, Whatever, two days from now, then they would be a darkness until, uh, so in the next period.
Yeah. Amazing. 
Tanya: What a different world. Do you like ever just be in awe of where you are going? How is this in the world? Like you've been to, or does it even phase you anymore? Cause you've been so many places.
Gord: This, this was something different. So I mean, I was, I can get buzz and like, obviously travel a lot. And there's things that I do that are, that are once in a lifetime opportunities for many people. Um, and this is beyond anything that I've [00:32:00] done. So it's. Definitely, um, just there's nothing there's I mean, I've been to the Arctic, um, and it's, it's has similar elements, but, um, this is, this is next level.
So, what's 
Allan: next for you? Like, what's your next big adventure? Like, I know you work, you travel a lot for work, but what's the, the next one where you're like, I don't travel for work at all? To, to, oh, is it 
Gord: all for fun? It's just pleasure. 
Tanya: All pleasure. 
Gord: It's all for fun. Alright. Um, or not, well, like I traveled to Winnipeg for work last year.
Yeah. Well that's funny. Yeah. There you go. . Um, okay. Thanks Jeff for keeping us on as on as Aurora ass. As the s Oh, okay. But, um. Um, I've, I don't have any big trips. I'm working on the Galapagos for this summer. I've got lots of little trips. I'm trying to increase my country counts. And I'm going to see 
Allan: the turtles migrating.
Gord: That will be something, but I've got a few new countries and I haven't been to Jamaica. So going there in [00:33:00] January, Dominican Republic in February, 
Allan: I think you'll like Jamaica. But, uh, 
Gord: and I'm going to, um, uh, Bulgaria, I think it's the, or Serbia, sorry. Oh, cool. Is coming up in Delbania, North Macedonia. 
Allan: Very cool.
Well, I don't know. so much. Sorry. This is a Letter Candy podcast. I know, right? 
Tanya: Yeah, but Gord, thank you so much for sharing that. That is just so inspiring. Yeah, it's very cool. And so, like, I, I always We'll 
Allan: never make that trip because Tanya won't go on a boat. Oh, hell no. So we'll have to live vicariously through you.
I went 
Tanya: on, where the hell, we went to go see the puffins in Newfoundland and it was like, whoa. Whoa. This is not, yeah, everybody keeps on saying, you should try a cruise. I was like, you don't understand the level of motion sickness I get. I don't, I, I, I can't risk spending money like that to, yeah, to throw it all up.
Gord: And it wasn't universal, [00:34:00] but. Allan: I'd like to make fun of Tanya, but actually, the 1 time we went, well, watching off Alifax off Lunenburg, I got.

Tanya: was all right. I 
Allan: was like these, yeah, maybe it's a mindset. 
Tanya: I've never been like seasick 
Allan: before on anything else, but that time I was, I was pretty green. Uh, anyway, uh, thank you for sharing Gord, but yeah, you're right. This is a letter Kenny podcast. So why don't we get started with that previously?

Gord: Right. Is that the only. Is that the only little Kenny crossover that they've done? 
Allan: I [00:36:00] think so. Yeah. Um, it was a well, well made like well brought up. Um, yeah. So they're, they're playing in the snow. Uh, dairy throws a snowball at Katie. And so Wayne tackles him into the snowman.
And I think, uh, uh, that's, yeah, that's the cold open. Here we go with the first so 
Tanya: long since I've seen a letter. Kenny, anything. 
Allan: Oh yeah. Well, do you miss it? 
Tanya: I do. I do. I do. 
Gord: You missed the last rewatch, right? You weren't 
Allan: Yeah. Well, here we go.
Kassie: Hey, can we just show them 
Clip: how awesome those titles are? Not to curmudgeons and psychs. Not a whiff of poop pence. What movies you picks out for Christmas this year's Christmas. 
Allan: Hold on. Where's the
closed captions off? We don't need to read. We have that basket. Oh, is that what you were pointing at? [00:37:00] The basket? Cassie, you had it. I guess 
Tanya: I can talk over. Can I? That's the whole 
Allan: point of this. Okay. Or else people are just going to be listening to us watching. I was trying to be 
Kassie: polite. 
Allan: Cassie, what were you saying?
That's gotta 
Kassie: be a king, correct? Um, I really loved, I just wanted to make a shout out to like, the names on those DVDs. There was Value Viewage Video. That's a tongue tier. My Dogs Are Rudolph and The Fallen Elf. 
Allan: Oh, there it is, yeah. So, that must I would 
Kassie: I would a hundred percent watch if my dogs are Rudolph.
Allan: Yeah. That's so cool. 
Gord: I think those were made for the show. 
Allan: I'm thinking. Yeah. And you're right. We do have that basket. Here we go. 
Clip: Yeah. Well, no holiday humbugs here. Not to curmudgeons and sights. Not a whiff of poop. You were in that kitchen once. What movie do you pick out for Christmas this year's Miss Katie's?
We'll table it. Yeah, let's put a pin in it for later. Little circle's better. I, to the fucking Love Christmas. You know, I'm almost glad that it's already Christmas Eve and I don't have to [00:38:00] hear you say that a baker's dozen times a day anymore. Got all your presents wrapped for Christmas there, good buddies?
It's tradition, so, yeah. Well, I'd have a beer. Katie, have a beer? I'd have a beer. Dan, have a beer? I'd have a beer. Wayne, have a beer? No! No beer? Why? The party hasn't started yet. Allan: Wayne with the turtleneck.
Clip: Is it fucking gnar that we keep these bottles in this box here and only bring them out one time a year? Well, there's good reason for it. I mean, who wants to drink Butter Ripple Schnaps? Well, whoever's having a Nativity Barnburner, likely. And who wants to drinks Blue Caracal? Whoever's having a Mrs. Claus Moe, likely.

Allan: just funny names to say we had the blue Caraco on our [00:39:00] shelf for the longest time. I believe it's called 
Gord: Curacao, 
Allan: but the way they say it, 
Tanya: you know what?
I have distinct memories and 
Allan: it's actually Curacao if you're Portuguese, that's how 
Tanya: you say it. Um, I ring, I distinctly remember some of those bottles on my, uh, family's bar growing up like that they never got touched, always had a layer of, um, dust on them. 
Allan: So we had a whole shelf of liquor bottles from our, our Jack and Jill.
Oh my God. Yeah. Sitting on that shelf for, I don't know, 10, 12, 15 years . And I mean, we were always like, let's take a shot of this liquor. Doesn't go bad, right? I don't know. It just gets stronger. No, just, it started

Mm-hmm . Everyone has that shot. I, I swear they must have at some point had one enterprising 
Allan: person with the pilot's license, with airplane and, and, uh, an airplane and a camera. Went around and made a killing one summer. 
Clip: [00:41:00] Because those pictures 
Allan: don't get updated. So, he made a killing one summer and then that was it.
Victor: That's like that skydiving, uh, picture in all the corporate offices. Yeah, exactly. I think Dunder Mifflin had one and we certainly had one at VTR video. 
Clip: Oh yeah?
I could whip up some Santagria. Mix them all together for a good old Jingle Juice. No, Jingle Juice makes spit. No spittin We keep it classy till midnight for the main event. Oh no, American whiskey. Oh no, Irish whiskey. Canadian rye whiskey. I say fuckin A! A shot of each at midnight for the infamous Three Wise Men.
Everyone hammers one. Three. Everyone hammers all three back to back to back at the stroke of midnight. Encourages everyone to keep it classy till then. To be fair To be fair

Gord: love the lips on the faces [00:43:00] as they're looking at these disgusting drinks. Oh God, I'm not supposed to be drinking that. That's gross. 
Tanya: You've been glad. Merry Christmas. Wayne. Bonnie. Like how my outfit's turned
Kassie: out? 
Clip: Fit is a term you use loosely, but I like the spirit. 
Kassie: Thank you, Wayne. 
Clip: You're up first for gifts. 
Kassie: You got me a present? Oh, yeah, yeah, yeah, 
Clip: yeah. It's tradition, so, yeah. 
Kassie: I'm tickled you thought of me. 
Clip: Proving it's the thought that counts. 
Kassie: A disposable camera. 
Clip: Mm hmm. Every good party ought to have one, I think.
You know, getting photos developed after the fact is always fun because you don't know what you're gonna get. It's like reaching into a treat bag blind. Could be a sour key or could be a sweet tart. Thank you, Wayne. You're welcome, Bonnie. 
Kassie: Maybe I could be your little helper elf tonight? 
Clip: Well, you're conveniently dressed for the part, but I'm not Santa Claus, so I'll respectfully decline.
Kassie: Let me know if you change your mind. 
Clip: I will. 
Kassie: Good enough. Let's break the seal. 
Clip: Okey 
Gord: doke. [00:44:00] It feels like she got the worst gift of everyone. She got a job. 
Clip: She 
Allan: got a job 
Clip: gift. Yay, a 
Allan: job. And she was probably 17 or 18 when this episode was shot. 
Clip: Wow. Yeah. 
Allan: So, uh, listening to the, podcast and listening to Michelle Milet and Evan Stern.
Kind of hint about how it was a little, uh, um, um, inappropriate the way they were kind of using her in the first few years of the show because she was so young and 
Gord: she has to be older than that. This is season between season five and six 
Allan: between five and six. I thought that was it was earlier. Oh, you know.
Okay. Sorry. So maybe she's 20. But those earlier seasons were, I mean, when they start saying, Ooh, Bonnie McMurray, she was still a teenager.

I mean, 
Tanya: we 
Allan: have coach here, you know, recounting his memories of Barb. 
Kassie: I mean, I've covered the scene in, I think, multiple episodes now, and it doesn't stop getting funny. It's 
Clip: like, 
Kassie: obviously Mark Ford's performance is amazing, but I freaking love just the escalating awkwardness of Wayne, where he's just trying to, he's trying with all his might to steer back into, like, some semblance of normalcy, and Coaches just steamrolling them.[00:52:00] 
Allan: I just love all the little comments. Yeah. Yeah. That's where they go. Yeah. 
Kassie: Well, people 
Gord: like, I'm sure she was a lovely woman. I'm sure you'll find a lovely. 
Allan: It's just so brilliantly awkward. It, I mean, that's, uh, if, if anyone's ever seen a, a lot, never seen a live Mark forward show, it's a lot of that, 
Gord: but, but in the best possible way.
And does it, hopefully not everybody in the audience has the same face that Wayne has there, but some, 
Allan: some do though, I feel like some people do. But, uh, Victor, I mean, any, any comments to that scene? 
Victor: Uh, well, yeah, I mean, it's the first and not including the cold open, which was the animation. Uh, it's, it's kind of the first interesting or funny part of the episode.
So, uh, that's for me, hopefully continues to stay funny. I, I, I, I probably gave it a fresh, um, maybe I was peer pressured into it because it was a Christmas episode, but, um, or maybe you're in a 
Allan: festive 
Victor: [00:53:00] mood or something, maybe, maybe I had some eggnog, um, But, uh, yeah, like I, I haven't been kind of into the, all the, for me, like all the comments and all the little funny jokes and stuff, it's been all throwaway so far.
So this is the first really funny scene of the episode. 
Allan: All right. There it's Scrooge McVictor. Here we go.
Clip: Bonnie, how are you now? Good, and you? Oh, I'm not so bad. Listen, I'm thinking I might need a helper elf after all. Mind if I take you up late on your offer? 
Kassie: I've been waiting for you to take me up late for years, Wayne. 
Clip: Tannis! 
Tanya: Oh, I love this one. 9 p. m., three hours till midnight. Did 
Clip: I miss the jingles juice again?
Okay, looks like some pissing outsides again, just as God's intended. Don't forget the Christmas toast and three wise men at midnight. Fucking pace yourselves. 
Tanya: I [00:54:00] can't even hear you throw out soup in the toilet without wanting to throw up. 
Clip: I'm just going to be in the um, the uh, zelliest Christmas party ever.
It's festive. Is that what the kids are calling it these days? Merry Christmas. I miss her. You got me a gift? Oh, oh, oh, it's tradition, so, yeah. What is it? Open it. I can't, my nails aren't dry. Serious? Good enough.
What's that? An apron. Yeah, I can see it's an apron. Okay. Why would you buy a woman an apron? Oh, I thought it was clever. The text. What do I look like, my douda? I've not had the pleasure. What was the runner up to that, vacuum cleaner bags or something? Oven mitts. Oven mitts? Yes, they said, hot stuff coming through.
Might as well just said, get in the kitchen and cook my dinner, woman. Well, that's not clever. The text. [00:55:00] You know you're sending a really chauvinistic message there, bud. Allan: Awesome says she has issues with this and this interaction between Tannis and Wayne. I wonder what those issues may be. I love it when he's like, you done being a cow [00:56:00] now? Just call Tannis a cow to her face at your own peril, I feel. 
Kassie: Yeah, that's 
Gord: He doesn't like that, that she said, that she said, okay, 
Allan: no, 
Gord: yeah, 
Tanya: oh no, not at all.
Gord: No, no, that's what awesome. Awesome. It objects to saying that, 
Allan: but that's the point of the joke, right? Cause 
Victor: yeah, yeah. It's the point of the joke, but you can still be offended by Wayne 
Allan: grimaces at it. And, uh, yeah, but, uh, 
Victor: we, we just watched the 19, two episode with tennis in it. Oh 
Allan: yeah. That's a good one.
They're all good.

Um, I don't know if ironic is the right word, but everyone's so sensitive. And then the gay part, I think that's, that's, I don't think there's a deeper. Element to it.
I think they were just trying to be just slightly provocative and to just say, hey, don't be so sensitive where, you know, it's okay to say a joke or whatever. 
Allan: Well, I think that's what it was for me. It's more of the joke was she was apologizing for being sensitive and then she says something and he gets sensitive over what she says.
So first she's sensitive over the apron. Then he's sensitive over the. The slur and yeah, it's 
Victor: all I'm saying is I don't think that there's supposed to, you're supposed to try to do [00:58:00] any mental gymnastics with it and say, Oh, it's okay. Cause she's gay or she's not gay. You know what I mean? I think it's, I don't think it's meant to be that deep.
Gord: And where were they when their relationship at this point, cause she's talking about the no strength attached. Was this where they were trying to, he wanted more and she did not. 
Allan: If this is season four or five, then yeah, they must, they've already had their um, and I think she, Um, but also these holiday specials are supposed to be non linear to the storyline, but, uh, 
Gord: this one does make a few references to the previous story.
Allan: All right. And

Allan: Is it? Oh, I didn't check it out in a second. Hopefully 
Kassie: sometimes you'll see designs with those triangles. And like, originally when I watched it, I was just like, Oh, it's like a low effort Christmas shirt. Ha ha. Isn't that funny. But as I was watching this time, I'm like, Oh no, this actually looks like some of the art designs, especially, I'm not sure which tribe or nation it would be from, but like kind of a more Southwestern, uh, 
Allan: right.
They use kind of the, the, yeah, I know the design you're kind of talking about. 
Tanya: So you have to go back a wee bit more. Yep. The three triangles. 
Clip: Yeah. Any strings attached to this apron? Almost certainly. Too bad. CPs! 
Allan: Some of the indigenous kind of writing, like, uh, when I interviewed, uh, Anin, which is an indigenous store, like, yeah, the, the, what are they called?
Not letters, but the glyphs or whatever they're called are very rudimentary shapes and stuff like that. For sure. [01:00:00] Yep. 
Kassie: Yeah, so I just noticed that for like the first time after watching this episode, I don't know how many times and it just kind of made me happy. Merry Christmas, Tannis. Next! 
Allan: Bonnie gets Tannis out of the way.
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Tanya: p. m. two hours until midnight. Gales. 
Clip: Yo, let me remind whoever's sprinting in there that this is a marathon. Three wise men at midnight. Don't forget. Guess I'll head outside and practice my fucking wall sit.
Good weave. Thank you. Hey, why don't we watch a classic? Rudolph the Red Nosed Reindeer circa 1964. No! Santa was such a dick in that movie. And a racist dick, which I, sir, have no time for. Did you just call Santa a racist? The landscape's not the only thing whitewashed at the North Pole. Yeah, and then Santa tells Rudolph that his nose makes him sick, [01:01:00] and then makes him cover it up.
Clear sign of prejudice, Katie. Guys, it was a different time, you know? It was made in the 60s. Right, Coach? How old do you think I am? How long can society keep making that excuse, Katie? Yeah, and the mental abuse. Physical, too. One is rarely far from the other. And then Santa has the timbits to ask Rudolph to guide him around the whole world to every fucking house?
Rudolph got to guide Santa's sleigh. I mean, that's all he ever wanted. That's not all he wanted, Katie! What else did he want? Uh, reparations. You know what bothered me most about that movie? That the elf's biggest dream was to become a dentist. Not a race car driver, not an astronaut, but a dentist. Pull your finger out of your ass, fucking elf.
Highest suicide rate of any profession. Christmas cheer just hitting a real fever pitch now. Gail! Merry Christmas, Gail. What's in your jeans, bud? Gays. Okay, got my present. Just go right past that comment. Okay.[01:02:00] 
Uncle Eddie. Good guy, eh? He's a great guy. Yeah, I figured you could hang that behind the bar. Hmm, Uncle Eddie. Well, look, he's not your uncle, so I don't know, maybe you'd stop saying that on account of you taking him down once, you know? Hmm, I lied. Since more than once. Oh, Jesus. Jared Carafetish ain't nothing to be ashamed of, Wayne.
Young is fun, but old is bull. 
Allan: Isn't that, um, Uncle Eddie from the restaurant? No, that's not the same guy. Okay, never mind. He looks 
Victor: familiar. You think all white people look the same? You 
Allan: know what, I might, maybe I do. I'm not racist, 
Victor: yes. 
Gord: Have we not seen that photo somewhere else, or does that Did it show up in the other Uncle Eddie, um, when was the last reference to her with her geriatric, uh, or Jerry fetish 
Allan: was that was the Halloween, uh, episode.
Does 
Tanya: he [01:03:00] have food on his shirt? It's 
Allan: like, he's got something on his shirt, poor Uncle Eddie, this is the problem with old fashioned film. You just never know what you're 
Clip: going to get. roadmap. Didn't mind those dentures either. Wish I could pop mine out like that. He's not your uncle. I was on his naughty list, his last year.
He spanked me with his cane like the bad niece that I am. Christ's sake, Gail, he's not your waifu. Was that part of the whole nevermind. Bonnie! Beep! Beep! Beep! 
Allan: Good old Gail, so, uh, yeah. 
Tanya: Oh, that woman 
Allan: who here? Mrs. Gale . 
Tanya: I do. [01:04:00] Gail, come on our show. I'd love to just, oh man, Lisa 
Allan: Coddington. I would love to interview her.
Gord: Yeah. She's so, she's so unlike her character though. I know, 
Allan: I know. Have you seen, uh, what it's a lake, lake or lake house or whatever. Have you seen that show, uh, 
Tanya: work? Yeah, 
Allan: no, I have not. Check it out. It's I think it's on Amazon. It's a interesting, she's not, she doesn't play a huge role in it, but the role she does play is like a 
Tanya: psychiatrist or something like very serious.
And Yeah, she 
Gord: shows up. I forget the last time I saw her, but she shows up from time to time and it's just like a complete cognitive dissonance. And these being the same, same people. I know. Right. I 
Allan: think she's in children ruined everything. Isn't she? Yeah. Yeah. She's in that too. Cassie, any comments on this scene?
Kassie: Um, again, just the silliest little point when, um, Especially when we could see the whole picture of Uncle Eddie and [01:05:00] his dog, the dog looks just as concerned as Wayne has looked this whole night. 
Allan: That dog has seen shit. 
Tanya: It has seen some things. You know, it's a miracle that Wayne carries the friends that he had.
At no point has he looked like he's been enjoying the gift giving process. When 
Allan: you're in a small town, your friends are your friends. You don't, you don't have much, many choices, many options. 
Tanya: He has not looked happy in any of these photos. He looks like he's being 
Allan: a character. What do you have in the foreground there?
What is that? Oh, that's Congo. Is it a stuffed bear or something? Oh, it's a hippo. Of course it's a hippo. What the hell was I thinking? 
Victor: You know this hippo, right, Cass? 
Kassie: I do know that hippo. That was the hippo that I brought to him, I think, when, uh, Was it when Tobias was here and we all got together? 
Victor: That's right.
Kassie: Yeah, I had my friend's cousin make him for me. Mr. [01:06:00] Victor, 
Victor: this hippo is a staple in my office. 
Kassie: Oh, 
Allan: I know. Victor, uh, um, Gail wasn't, uh, always a favorite character of yours, but do you kind of miss her? 
Victor: I do not miss her. I, I'm very happy to hear that. Uh, Lisa is nothing like her character. The, the, the, the thing about letter Kenny characters, you know, that I've seen, uh, so many shows with.
Um, they're all really good actors and I, I almost feel like, you know, um, you have to be a really special actor to be able to act these characters and then, you know, the kind of more of the mainstream stuff that, uh, we're all used to. So, um. Uh, I was never crazy about the girl character. Um, she, I never really understood her.
Um, I don't think I still understand her. Anyone 
Allan: understands her. You just said you're supposed to enjoy her, not understand her. 
Victor: Well, yeah, I've never had the pleasure, but, um, uh, it's, uh, I guess, you know, I, I don't know, I have nothing to kind of relate [01:07:00] her to and, and, and kind of real life, just like the skids.
I know I apparently skids are. A real type of people in these small towns, um, I guess, fortunately, or unfortunately, I've never had that pleasure either. So, so those two, two kind of groups of characters didn't really resonate with me. 
Gord: I don't think Dale is typical of a small town person. I think she's a 
Allan: unique, 
Gord: yeah, one 
Allan: of a kind, 
Gord: uh, kind of character.
Jerry fetishes are not pretty rare. 
Victor: Yeah. I can appreciate some of the humor, but a lot of it is just a little too crass. It just, 
Gord: to me, I just love the way she moves her body, the acrobatics, the dance, the dance of the 
Allan: commitment. It takes commitment to be that awkward. And I mean, that's why we love coach.
That's why we love Gail. Uh, and, and Glenn, I feel like those three and roll too. I feel like those four and 
Tanya: just, just this 11 p. m. [01:08:00] One hour until midnight. I'll take the Polichetti brothers. 
Allan: Those were choices to talk about. So do you, you relate to them? No, but I didn't find any. Yeah, all 
Tanya: right. And it's Glenn.
Oh my god. Two 
Clip: balls. That'll do, Glenn. Wayne, you're wasting those lips which are made for diggin and God gave them to you. Have a toot. Glenn! Wayne! What? What? Be honest about something. You should always be honest. So I'm a little bit sad. Uh oh. What happened was I had a sermon all cooked up for tonight, but then the church elders went ahead and voted to have a guest minister come in instead of me.
Who is it, that Reverend Bolio? Yeah, Reverend Bolio. Yeah, that's him. He's a good guy. He's all right. Wayne, we are gathered here today in the presence of Christ, and look at this place. Look at what you have done. All the invitations, the decorations. [01:09:00] It's very festive. That's what I said. I said it's festive.
Is that what the kids are calling it these days? Thanks so much for the gift, boo. Sorry I was being a cow. Wayne, Christmas is not in the presents. It's in his presents. Oh, that's clever. Yeah, right? I don't see Lexi Weber and Beaulieu coming to anything that good. In summation, Christ is the only gift. The only gift?
The only gift! Oh, so you don't want this gift? Oh my lord, is that a gift for me? Oh, it's traditional, so.
Oh, it says Glenn. That's me. That's so nice. And then it says, Dear Glenn. No, nothing. That's fine, too. You don't have to write a personal message or anything. That's the nicest part, usually. That's what my mom always said. The nicest part is the card. Always write a nice little card for people. Because, you know, anyone can buy a gift.
Not everyone can write their feelings down on a card and be all sweet. Oh! A pitch pot. For you and your band. The salty treats. Kate? Uh, we broke up. What [01:10:00] happened? You ever heard those, uh, stories about Fleetwood Mac and how they'd blow cocaine up each other's pimpers with straws? No. Oh. Were yous doing that, or?
I don't know. No. We weren't. One of the treats ended up with another one of the treats of the sweetie, and they stuffed each other's stockings, so we're all done. Well, there you go. And Wayne, you're adorable, but why would you give me a pitch pipe of all people? Me, who was blessed by the Lord himself with perfect pitch to aid in the delivery of his message.
Listen. Meh. Meh. Meh. Oh. Oh. Spirit of Christmas, it's now in sodomy way. Oh, can we celebrate with a song? No. What about a song? No, thank you. A hymn for him? Glenn, why don't we just do a photo and we can keep this rig [01:11:00] rolling. Okay. I don't mind. Just let me get in this proper Santa and the Elf position here.
Oh, that's it. Oh, that, this is Ling. Make sure the dig is in
Allan: Wait, uh, Victor, you miss Glen, don't you? I, I do Miss Glen. I mean, 
Victor: we, uh, and, and really we had three really good ones in a row, right? So we, we, we had, uh, coach Tanis and now, uh, Glenn. So it's, uh. It's, uh, I 
Gord: love how he's forgetting, you're forgetting about Gale. 
Victor: Oh, I see. Look at that. I kind of washed her out of my mind.
That's he 
Kassie: pretends he does not see 
Allan: he's he's scrubbed her with his mind. Uh, there's more 
Gord: good ones to hit. 
Allan: Oh yeah. Uh, Gord, the scene. 
Gord: Well, I think, uh, the picture says it all, the awkwardness with Wayne, uh, the, uh, [01:12:00] the, uh, getting the full mouth action on the, uh, on the, um, and the didgeridoo. We can't see the two balls though, but the two balls were perfect.
Yeah. 
Tanya: You know, what's even funnier is that we. Always blow on our didgeridoo every Christmas. 
Allan: It's the only time it ever comes out of the closet. Keep it clean, guys. Keep 
Gord: it clean. Did 
Tanya: you even realize that? I have questions. Did you even think of that? 
Allan: So, we have a didgeridoo. It's a PVC pipe that's painted to look like a didgeridoo.
But you can play it like a didgeridoo. 
Tanya: And it's 
Allan: stored in the same closet where the Christmas tree is stored. So she's laughing because she's right. The only time it ever comes out and the only time we ever play it is that the day that we [01:13:00] bring the Christmas tree out to, to, to set it out. She's going to go get it now.
It's, it's buried back in the closet. 
Kassie: We get a live, uh, you 
Gord: don't mess with tradition. 
Allan: She's going for the anyway. Um, yeah. So she's laughing at that because it's true. I'm 
Gord: assuming yours doesn't have two balls. 
Allan: It doesn't have two balls though. Uh, Cassie, what did you see? If Tanya actually gets the thing, what did you think?
Kassie: I just love that Gordon. I both go to balls at the exact same time. We, we had a connection there. Um, honestly, this whole episode, like I started thinking it specifically like with Gail, but also with Glenn and then pretty much everybody who's received their presence so far. I feel like Wayne is so wrapped up in the nostalgia of Christmas.
He's like that grandpa or that dad who wants to make the picture perfect Christmas that is innocent and warm [01:14:00] and just full of, like, nostalgia. And everybody is just taking that and corrupting the hell out of 
Allan: it. Yeah, and I mean, Wayne's generally a curmudgeon about the other holidays, but he's so giddy about Christmas, which is hilarious.
Um, you failed. 
Tanya: I tried. I, I, I, it 
Allan: occurs to me. How far back is it? The didgeridoo comes out twice a year. 
Tanya: Is it twice? The 
Allan: first time. time when we bring the tree out and then we put it back. And then the second time, when we put the tree back, 
Tanya: do we, do we blow on it one more time? It's the Christmas horn.
When 
Allan: did we get that again? 
Tanya: I, I was given it as a present from one of our friends, uh, shout out to Jay. Um, she painted it. Um, cause we, I, we used to, Talk about this, that, and everything. And 
Allan: going to Australia, I'm sure 
Tanya: that at one point I said that I wanted to give one a try and she said, they're easy to make, you can do PVC pipe and, and I [01:15:00] was gifted it and yeah, and, and I practiced blowing on it and doing the.
Because there's a way to do the breathing right to breathe in and out at the same time. I don't know. Circular 
Allan: breathing. Yeah. That's, that's, that's, that's advanced didgeridoo. I don't even, I don't think even Glenn can do that. Oh my God. 
Kassie: Next. Hey buddy. 
Clip: Hey 
Kassie: bro. 
Clip: What's up buddy? I'm going to spit. You? I was going to have a spit.
I don't even know what your fucking names are, but if you're a hockey player, get in here. I'll spit in a little bit.
Merry Christmas. You got us a present. It's tradition, so, yeah. Thanks, buddy. Thanks, bro. You're welcome.
Winning a ship brings pride and togetherness to a community. Now, you've all made us damn proud with your work with the Shamrockettes, [01:16:00] and this is so you'll never forget it.
So, Merry Christmas. That's right. Happy New Year. 
Allan: This is the best gift, yeah, of all 
Clip: the 
Allan: gifts he's given.
Clip: I'll just, just jump in for a photo here. We'll keep this rig rolling.
Allan: So the talk in the live stream is how, you know, Wayne's gifts are pretty bad or their plot devices, whatever, but this is probably of all the gifts given. This is the best, the most thoughtful gift for sure. 
Victor: And he doesn't have a perplexed face. 
Allan: No, no. He actually 
Gord: seems 
Allan: satisfied. Yeah. But he made, 
Kassie: he 
Allan: made the hockey dum dums cry or almost cry anyway.
Gord: And the [01:17:00] emotions that they're they're speechless and the looks on their faces. It's it's great. 
Allan: Yeah, it's well done. What did you think of that one? 
Tanya: Yes, nothing better than a memory and a, uh, getting, getting to somebody and making it the best. 
Allan: That collage actually, you know, required some work and effort.
So, uh, just the thought of, uh, Wayne sitting there clipping pictures or using Photoshop is kind of a hilarious thought too, don't you think? Like, uh, it is. Yeah. 
Gord: And this, this pretty much ties it to when it was, cause this would be, that was season five where they won the championships 
Allan: or just a couple of 
Gord: hours.
Allan: That's right. 
Gord: Right.
Clip: It's good. Buddy. So good. Yeah. So sick, bro. Oh, there you go. I don't know why, [01:18:00] buddy. Do you want to know what I don't know? All the, uh, college and uni girls are home for Christmas break. Better Kenny Tinder game is fuego. A lot of girls go away to school with big expectations of fun and romance, but that doesn't always pan out.
School's tough, bro. The comforter there. Hometown's long behind them. Finding your place in the world can be tough. But, when they come home for Christmas break, and big expectations at school, and the big city are behind them, they realize, hey, Etiquette is actually pretty sick. And then we have sex with them.
And that's when the takedowns begin. This afternoon, this snipe called me up, who was really rude to me before, but this time, She was really nice. Did you take her down? I did. This time called me up today and she used to say, I hate hockey players. I hate them. I felt the love today. It's really special. When you took her down?
Yes. It's really special when I took her [01:19:00] down. That's nice. Thanks. Okay, get the fuck out of here. Okay. Home Alone. It's practically perfect. 
Gord: They 
Clip: undid all that they did earlier. Strong choice. I show it to my players regularly. You 
Allan: do? Oh sorry, I gotta go back on this one. Cause this is so good. But yeah, leave it to Riley and Jonesy to take a heartfelt moment and just Turn it on its head 
Kassie: and they ruined it 
Allan: and they ruined, yeah, they went, yeah.
Wayne went from being content that it was such a great gift to, uh, once again, being repulsed by Riley and Jonesy. All right. This next part, I just love how coach describes home alone in this next scene. Okay. Get the fuck out of here. 
Clip: Okay. Home Alone. It's practically the perfect Christmas movie. That's a strong choice.
I show it to my players regularly. You do? Yeah, it's a moving meditation on pain. Home Alone? Yeah, those two burglars should have been killed a hundred times in that movie. Right off the bat, the icy stairs Marv slips on. [01:20:00] Bam! That's a shattered spine. Or at his age, at least a slipped disc. But no, he gets up and walks around like he's just got a couple broken ribs.
Right? And then Harry walks in. Boom, shot in the balls with a pellet gun, and then his head is lit on fire. Right? Any other snowflake would be on the phone with 911 going, Hey, I got my head! My head's on fire! But no, Harvey kept going. You know why? Because it's a fictional children's Christmas movie? No, because that movie is an expose on mind over matter.
Harry and Marv were mentally strong, right? They had a goal. They fought through adversity to get to it. Now, they never really got it, but I'm holding my breath for part five because Marv and Harry deserve it. A projectile can of Oh! Pink being thrown down a full flight of steps and hitting you directly in the head would shatter your skull, killing you instantly.
Obviously fake. Okay, we need to have a conversation on suspension of disbelief in fictional children's Christmas movies. And don't even get me started on part two. Marv [01:21:00] gets shot in the dick with a nail gun and then up the ass with it. Next scene, not even a lip. Uh, you think we're stupid? It's a dark movie.
I agree, Derry. Oh, come on. What in the McAllister's house had any true value? Did you see what they were stealing from the neighbor's house? Cutlery, candlesticks. They weren't going after the big get. It was never about the big's gets. Harry and Marv hate themselves. That's why they kept going into the house.
Volunteering for pain. Gladden's for punishments. Very real, very serious. Mentals disorders, and attraceable ones, too. Of course, the first step being he got to ask for help. And for many people, that's the hardest step. You're saying they subconsciously wanted to die? On account of their traumatic childhood, most likely.
That's why they hated Kevin McCallister so much. Because of his privilege. Which I, sir, have no time for! Harry and Marge are probably still as out there as today's. Sufferin's inside. Harry and Marvel in Vegas with tits in both hands and an ass in the other. They're [01:22:00] champions. Okay. They're London Bridge and Victoria's Secret models on a beach in Waikiki.
Okay. 
Gord: Oh, man. Please comment on Gail's hands all over everyone. 
Allan: Gail's playing with Coach's hair and Squirrely Dan's beard at the same time. I love it. That, that analysis of, uh, of Home Alone, I'm I'm I'm You know, that was written like around, like, uh, you know, taking like hits from a joint and just going, and you know what else Harry and Marv really hated each other.
They wanted to die. Yeah. Yeah, that's right. They wanted to die and they hated Kevin McAllister's privilege. I love all that shit. It's so good. 
Gord: Do we get that wide shot of the table and the whole kitchen? Do we see that other times? That seems 
Allan: No, this is kind of the only time they ever, I feel like they ever use this angle.
And having been in that kitchen, um, this, on that set anyway, it's, um, it's funny, like, compared to, because season one was [01:23:00] the actual farmhouse kitchen. I think they only built the sets for seasons two and beyond or whatever. I think it was a lot narrower. So you can tell they, they made more use of the extra space in here.
And plus they can move walls out of the way and stuff like that, too, when it's a set. So they can have a wide shot like this, even though it's supposed to be a small room. But, uh, yeah. 
Tanya: Those cabinets? They're 
Allan: all 
Tanya: fake. Apparently 
Gord: this is one of only two episodes. It only has one location. It's all in the farmhouse.
Oh, 
Allan: is it one of those bottle episodes or whatever they're called? Yeah. I don't know if it's bottle because it does move some 
Gord: things, but, uh, Yeah. Yeah. So, uh, I don't know about you, but for having me on this episode of K9. That's just one location, which generally we get at least a few different. 
Allan: Yeah, and actually that room that Wayne's sitting in and giving out the gifts, it's a really small, like it's basically like a mud room, um, in real, like when we were there, it seemed smaller than again, all those walls can be moved out of the way.
So that's probably [01:24:00] they can make it seem as big as they need to. 
Gord: That's, that's a good comment about this being a last supper shot if the folks lined up like that. 
Allan: Oh, 
Clip: yeah, 
Allan: very cool. So does that make Katie Jesus then?
Very cool. Any other comments? Victor, what did you think of that sequence? What do you think of their analysis of Home Alone? 
Victor: Yeah, I thought coaches analysis was pretty funny and it's pretty spot on everything else is nonsense Oh, geez 
Allan: our humbug. What about 
Clip: the Santa Claus? the Tim Allen movie Well, whoever puts on Santa's suit becomes Santa What if Santa died on Paul Bernardo's roof?
Bernardo puts the suit henceforth becoming a serial killer, which I started watch that movie henceforth making Carla Mrs. Claus what then we stop saying henceforth John Wayne Gacy's roof He already dressed up in a [01:25:00] clown costume to lure his victims in. He could pull off Santa in his sleep. Child's play.
Jeffrey Dahmers. Now Santa Claus kills and eats his victims. Skit! Skit! We don't celebrate consumers Christmas, on principle. Shut the fuck up, it's Christmas. Which I sure have no time for. What if it's drugs?
You shouldn't have. Oh, why? Okay, wondrous. Hallucinogens? Perpetuates? D. Oh, the pasty skin tells me you don't see enough sunlight, which can lead to vitamin D deficiency. You ever had it? Um. Trust me. You don't want it. We will not participate in your capitalist, patriarchal, non paid rituals. Which I swear I have no time for.
Thank you, Bonnie. [01:26:00] Roald's 
Allan: little, D, I love the D, comment was pretty funny. Gassie, any comments on that one? 
Kassie: Well, like trailing into it when they're talking about all the different like serial killers and what they would be like within the Santa Clause just made me think of. Just how much I love Christmas horror movies.
And it was the perfect way to usher in the skids because like, who else is going to sit down and watch Santa's sleigh, silent night, deadly night, like pair of fire three. Um, there's tons. I just can't think of them all. It would be them. It was, are 
Allan: you, are you admitting to being a bit of a skid? 
Kassie: Oh, I always been a little bit of a skid.
Allan: There you go, Victor. You have met a skid. 
Victor: Uh, well then. Then, then not all skids are bad. Um, it was, was one of the, was one of the purge movies, a Christmas movie. [01:27:00] 
Kassie: That I'm not sure about 
Allan: the purge that took place on Christmas Eve. 
Victor: I feel like, I feel like there was a purge Christmas Eve movie. Oh my God. I 
Kassie: mean, wouldn't that just be a black Friday when everybody gets trampled for deals?
Victor: Yeah. Yeah, maybe that was the spin on it. Gord, any comments on this one? To look that up? 
Gord: Um, just, just enjoyed it. Certainly the, um, I found it interesting that Paul Bernardo, uh, Malco reference, which probably, I guess at this point they weren't catering for a U S audience, but, um, 
Allan: Or they don't care.
