Allan: We have a squirrel, but no squirrely Matt tonight. Matt's having a bit of a week. And so we've pardoned him for, from the, the evening.
Uh, so he can, uh, take care of his own. Uh, but we hopefully see him on Sunday at the Kate Trevor Wilson show, which we will talk about in a second, but, uh, we welcome awesome on tonight in his place. And [00:01:00] why don't we get going here? Tonight's lineup is going to be as it, as it happens. Awesome. Your first Victor, myself and Tanya.
Awesome. First of all, just want to say, uh, you know, we were talking about this in the pre record, but I'm happy to hear you're safe from tsunamis.

Tanya: I'm so sorry that happened. That is, it's so hard. 
Awesome: Yeah, and like, there's only so much you can do to baby proof a house, you know, like we've got 
Allan: who knew you had to, you know, uh, what is it old man proof the house, you know, 
Awesome: yeah, right.[00:02:00] 
Like, we've got like, uh, grip rails and shit for him to use. And, but the problem was, is, uh, one of his hands gave out on him. It like started cramping, so he couldn't keep his grip. 
Allan: That happens to me. I mean, I can't imagine that down. Yeah, that's, that's too bad. But how have you been? Have you otherwise?

Uh, we were wholly unqualified to answer this question. So we, we appreciate you joining us tonight. 
Awesome: No worries. 
Allan: Happy to help. Victor. How have you been, bud? 
Victor: I've been good. Uh, it's been really busy around here. Um, Oh man, I, you know, doing two weeks between podcasts is, it's hard cause then you have all the things that you've done over the last two weeks kind of as a, as a bit of a blur.

Yeah. 
Victor: Yeah, that's crazy. Anyway, 
Allan: good stuff. All right. Um, my week, let's see. It's been, it's been two weeks to, um, season seven of yesterday. We're open done. I'm, I can breathe again. I'm, I'm not working crazy hours anymore. And, uh, it's been, it's been a great week. I think the season went well and, um, uh, got a lot of really great feedback, but [00:11:00] I'm happy that it's done.
And I have got four months now before I have to start season eight. Uh, I was on Toronto Mike, uh, this past week. Um, usually when I finished the season, I ended up on his podcast to kick out jams related to the season that I just did. So I did that, had a lot of fun, uh, with Mike and, uh, yesterday. So we talk about, you know, now that we've gone to the every other week kind of format, it has affected us.
a bit, but it's also affected. Um, oh, and Mike's asking if coffee with Al will continue on Instagram. Unfortunately, now that I'm going back into the office more frequently, Tuesday mornings, uh, IG live, uh, I can't do that anymore cause I'm on the road. So sorry guys, but maybe I can do it a different day. Um, Uh, where was it?
Oh, yesterday Spotify rap came out and I think it affected our stats a bit because we had a lot of our listeners who a year ago we were their top show and now we've dropped down to their second or third or fourth favorite show. 
Awesome: Well, I think also a lot of people have like finally caught up. 
Allan: Yeah. And [00:12:00] that too, once you caught up, you you're, you're listening to us real time.
Um, but yeah, I think it's affected our stats a bit. I mean, whatever it's still, we still had an amazing gains and stuff. Uh, you know, we've got an amazing listeners, so we really appreciate everyone who listens, but it's, it's just funny that I got a lot of messages going, sorry, Alan, they show me their top five.
We're still on their top five, but they feel the need to apologize. I'm like, don't apologize. Like we're in your top five. That's amazing. So we appreciate you for, for listening. Thank you for doing that. Um, what else I've got a show coming up tomorrow night. I'm going out to some place called Seagrave. I don't even know where it is.
It's like some cidery out near Lake Scugog, like Northeast of here. You're just making stuff. I'm not making it up. And I didn't, I didn't book this gig. My guitarist Stu did. So, um, we'll see. Oh, that's a growing pains one. Yes. This is a Royal pains show. I love that. I'm going to say that one. Yeah, um, so [00:13:00] that'll be tomorrow.
That'll be interesting. It's, it's not so much a party show as it is kind of a, we're playing to a bunch of people sitting there watching us and maybe hopefully getting them to sing along and stuff, but I don't think it's going to be like the smoke show we did, you know, last month, but anyway, it's just, it'll be fun.
I love, um, Um, breaking in new venues and meeting new people. So that should be a lot of fun. Uh, and tan, what about you? 
Tanya: Um, what two weeks I've been dealing with insurance companies for, uh, leaky pipes and water damage. Um, we actually decided to just like put a pin in that. Um, and we patched up and blocked off an area of the house.
Um, like the damage part and the emergency part was dealt with. 
Allan: Yeah, we had four straight days of, of industrial blowers and dehumidifiers. We were living, we were living in a wind tunnel for four straight days. It was not fun. 
Tanya: It was [00:14:00] just really, really not fun. Like, like, so it dries out. The purpose of it is to dry out the house and to make sure that there, All the water damage that nothing is going to cause mold or whatever.
Um, but it dries a person out along with the house. So we were getting nosebleeds like daily, constantly. Um, the plants, I was like, it was, it was a constant battle to keep water in things. Oh, 
Allan: the funny one was we had an open pack of those Lysol wet wipes. In the same room as the dehumidifiers. Yeah. They're no longer wet wipes.
Now they're just like dry Kleenex, Kleenex. 
Tanya: It's a, it's been a battle, but, um, yeah, as I said, we, we just kind of blocked off an area. Um, you know, the, the emergency work was done. Uh, we've lost some drywall in some sections, um, closed up the areas that were nasty to look at. And we're like, let's just. [00:15:00] Bring Christmas out.
Let's just do it. So we, uh, brought Christmas out the trees up. Um, kids are happy. We're happy. Um, we'll deal with it in the new year of all the repair and drywall and dust and mud. Um, so you're 
Awesome: still using the downstairs bathroom 
Tanya: then? Yeah. Yeah. Yeah. Everything 
Allan: works. We had the pipe, the ruptured pipe was fixed and everything like all the, The potential moisture is gone.
Now it's just a question of replacing the damaged, the previously damaged drywall, which has been removed. Uh, they just have to, you know, put up the new wall. And actually, I think we got off kind of lucky. I don't think they're well, they had to 
Tanya: do even an asbestos. 
Awesome: It's a 
Tanya: whole thing. It's been, 
Awesome: well, that's what happened to my house back in March, right?
Like they, we, we had to get tested for asbestos before they would do any of the mold remediation. Yeah. So we had to get the asbestos abatement and the mold remediation does the same. And then, yeah. Like five days of [00:16:00] nothing but constant fans and dehumidifiers blowing up my fucking eardrums and making me want to turn into a terrorist.
Tanya: Yeah. Like to leave the house was welcome. Like just to get the hell out. I would go sit in my car just to have silence. Yeah. Yeah. It was, it was, it was intense. It was, there were moments, um, but yeah, the, the fans and I think we had like five fans. We had one. Two, four or five fans, two 
Allan: massive dehumidifiers.
It was, the 
Tanya: noise was intense. So that's, that portion is, uh, done. So I'm quite thankful for that. Um, I do have to say what's keeping my sanity, um, and what I'm enjoying thoroughly. Victor, thanks to your recommendation. This is us. I am. I don't even know. I feel like we're coming to an end soon. Um, and I've enjoyed it so much to like, to, to watch the [00:17:00] families and to hear them and, and, and watch them experience life and their feelings and navigate things.
And it's just been, it's been such a joy to enjoy. The show. 
Allan: Yeah, we're on the last season and it's coming to an end soon, which means maybe we can get back, you know, get onto maybe a lot of shows to catch up on. 
Tanya: We really honestly do, but I haven't want to watch anything else but this because I feel like I'm part of it now.
And now I just need to know where are we going? And then every time they introduce a new character, you're like, Seriously, we're this far into it. How are you showing somebody new? Like we we've already met all the new, we've already met all the people. How are we just finding this new person out now? And then, and then we get a flash into the future again and there's the new person.

Allan: Wait till I tell her about the new Dexter series. That's coming out in a week or so. No, is it 
Tanya: Dexter? Dexter. 
Victor: Yeah, there's two Dexter's young Dexter. Yeah. One is like a, like a prequel and then there's going to be a Dexter.
Uh, what, what are they calling it? Re, um, reboot, not reboot. Uh, when you come back to life, um, relaunch, no reanimation, 
Allan: zombie, zombie Dexter, 
Victor: it's a synonym for a reanimation. 
Clip: I don't know. 
Allan: Revamp. What, what do you mean? So is Michael C. Hall coming back as Dexter? Yeah. Apparently. Yeah. 
Victor: Well, so Michael C. Hall is going to be in the next one.
He's going to be the narrator,

Victor: Yes. It's going to, and it's going to be beautiful. I can't wait. Yeah. Yeah. 
Awesome: Brian Fuller working on it. It will be. I watched Hannibal. When's that happening? 
Allan: I think next week, I think it's very, very [00:19:00] soon.
Yeah, it's very soon. Oh 
Tanya: my God. That series was, uh, 
Allan: yeah, 
Tanya: fantastic. 
Allan: The, yeah, the last season that they brought back was just okay. But, but overall we're still fans of the show. Anyway, when we, when we get this going, I thought this was going to be a shorts episode, but maybe not, but we'll see here. In our last episode, we put a bow on the Shoresie Fall Classic, although Tanya left early on in the episode.
Um, but we, we did hear, we did hear from everyone else and, and the, their weekends and, and, uh, you guys heard about our weekend before Tanya left about the, the flood and stuff like that. But anyway. That was the last episode this week. We had something planned. Unfortunately, it fell through last minute. So what we're going to do, we're going to do just a bit of a potpourri episode.

And he, he, he, I think he broke, he really broke the ice for the others. And, and I, you know, just a genuine good guy. And, um, Can't wait to just have [00:21:00] casual, you know, casual conversations with them again, if, if that, if that's possible, but I can't wait for the act.
I can't wait for the act. Cause I, you know, everything he does is so funny. Like I've seen so many things that he's done on TV, even the judging of the, um, um, roast battles, the roast battles. Uh, and even that show that I wasn't crazy about, you know, yeah. Laugh out loud. I wasn't crazy about that show, but he was, One of the good parts of the show, you know what I mean?
So, yeah. So, um, yeah, I, I'm just looking forward to it and, uh, um, we're going to have, uh, lots of fun. 
Allan: Yeah. We had a great chat with him at Fan Expo too. When, uh, when we saw him there and you're right, he's just a genuine dude. And, and I mean, he, he came back for his second appearance on the podcast uh, and, and had lots to say then too.
So, uh, yeah, we, we, uh, we're looking forward to it. What about you? I 
Tanya: can't wait to hear his laugh. He's so funny. He's got such an infectious laugh that you just want to hear, you just want to record it and play it [00:22:00] over and over and over again. It's a great laugh. Yeah. 
Allan: Yeah. I'm hoping the tour has been going well.
I think it has from what I've seen on Instagram anyway, he's been having good turnouts. So, uh, yeah, looking forward to this and getting together with you guys, breaking some bread. Uh, Victor, I mean, you and Matt are the Torontonians, so I hope you pick a good place to eat. In and around the area, if, uh, you 
Victor: know, yeah, that shouldn't be a problem.
It's just, I know I didn't even give that a thought. I just assumed somebody else was looking after that, but, uh, I like myself some good food, but, uh, yeah, yeah. If that has not been arranged, we should get on that because it has not been arranged, so 
Allan: let's figure it out. It's a Sunday, Sunday, early evening.
I think we should be all right. And, 
Victor: and Britney Spears is, or whatever Taylor Swift. Yeah, she's gone. So 
Clip: thank goodness. 
Victor: Yeah, I have nothing bad. Like, you know what? Like, she brings awesome energy with her. I'm not, I'm like, I don't listen to her music. I have not a single bad thing to say about her. Like, she just says [00:23:00] positive things.
She has positive people around her. All power to her and good, good, good on her. Nothing bad to say. Be more 
Clip: positive. Uh, tomorrow. 
Awesome: Except her carbon footprint. Jeez. Okay, settle 
Victor: down. There's so many other people to attack for their carbon footprint. 
Awesome: He flies her private jet everywhere. She did like a 30 minute hop one time.
Yeah, sure. But why don't 
Victor: you start with politicians and scums of the earth? 
Awesome: Don't get it twisted. 
Allan: So, um, at midnight tonight, uh, we'll drop the December episode of just good business, which is my work podcast. And I actually have a, a good discussion with, uh, our, uh, a data. expert about the economic impact of Taylor Swift's six day residence basically that she spent here in Toronto.
And let me tell you, the numbers are staggering. And what, what makes this even better than any kind of sporting event that a city might pay [00:24:00] hundreds of millions of dollars to prepare for in building stadiums and doing all that shit, like preparing for the, the Olympics. And, uh, next year, uh, we're hosting.
Some World Cup from the World Cup and right. And how much money we spent just to bring that here so that we can benefit from some sort of economic boost, which is going to be mitigated because we've spent so much bringing Taylor Swift. Or we didn't bring her to Toronto. She came to Toronto. They Toronto spent very little to host her shows and the, and she made a huge overall 45 percent increase.
That's across all business. Um, but some businesses, some sectors were even higher, like movie theaters and, and like theatrical presentations were up near 100 percent increase just for those few days because basically people were coming up and the hotels obviously were coming up and, and, and awesome. I mean, you came up from San Francisco, you said.
Your plane was full of Swifties. [00:25:00] Yeah. While we had lunch at the Am Amsterdam Brew Pub, the restaurant was Swifties coming in. They, they were everywhere. They were all, and 
Victor: they were only playing Swifty music everywhere. And they were only playing. Right. 
Awesome: And they had videos on all the TVs, but not the ones that matched the playlist.
They were playing . I noticed that if you were 
Allan: anywhere anyway, it was. CD that might've bothered you. But anyway, the point is like movie theaters was interesting because basically people spent thousands of dollars on the tickets, probably close to a thousand dollars on hotel stay and all that stuff. Once they were up here, if they were up here for more than the day of the concert, what else do you do?
That might be cheap. Maybe you go to the movies. So actually there was a huge, uh, uh, I think it was a 30 to 40 percent increase for movie theaters. And it was, it was just crazy. The economic impact to the city was, was insane. It was more than any sporting event we've ever hosted. Um, and, and now the, the, the tourist finishing off in Vancouver, they're probably going to see the same, uh, impact.
So, well, it's 
Victor: all revenue, [00:26:00] right? Cause it's just the concert at the end of the day, it's just the concert. I think the only, the expense was closing down the road to make sure she's safe, traffic enforcement. 
Allan: a little bit more security for the, for the six days she was here for the most 
Victor: part. It was just 
Allan: exactly, it was kind of free money.
Like, you know what I mean though? Right? Like, yeah, yeah, no, but it's not just Toronto. Yeah. Like every city she went to. Absolutely. 100%. But I can say, I can speak with authority on Toronto because we have the numbers to show it. So say what you will. Yeah. I'm not the biggest. You know, I, I hardly know any of her songs.
The ones that I do know, I know she's got that pickup truck song. Sure. I like that one. She's a country singer. Of course she has a pickup truck. You know what, for the things 
Tanya: that I've seen on her, I think she's pretty. 
Allan: No. Yeah. Like Victor said, she keeps things positive. Her, her followers are basically positive.
You know, it, There's nothing good, but good about Taylor Swift coming to your city and this whole, except for the carbon footprint. I will, I will admit awesome, everything else though. And here's the thing [00:27:00] to get that same kind of lift in the economy here, bringing like a world cup, that would be hundreds of planes coming into Toronto.
You know what I mean? So
