So, um, she's 94. So, so quick, really, really quick story. We celebrated her 95th birthday. Uh, two days before she ended up in the hospital.
When we got to the hospital and went through all the records, we all determined, including herself, that she's actually 94. So even she laughed and said, well, I guess we were all wrong, because even she didn't know her own age, which I thought was pretty cute and hilarious. So that was a fun little start to the adventure.[00:06:00] 
After a certain 
Allan: age, you stop counting, 
Mat: right? Right?! I loved it. And she laughed about it. She was like, we were all wrong. And she's, and up until this point, she's a relatively healthy human. Like, has not had any major issues, but she had a heart attack and On her way down broke her pelvis. Um, so that's what landed her there and things were looking.
Okay, and then it quickly declined like Severely declined and then she caught pneumonia And had some mother caught some other things in the hospital as you do and it wasn't looking good Like I think I was messaging you guys saying this isn't yeah, you know Uh, there's and it was a real it's been a real emotional roller coaster because we're really close to her too, right?
She's fantastic to all our kids. Like she just she's just We just love her to death, right? Um, and to the point where we're literally moving her into palliative care, and I assume everyone knows what that is, and if you don't, that's care when basically when you're prepping to die, um, for lack of a better word, and we were planning that, and all of a sudden she [00:07:00] started rebounding, and as of this week, she's up walking around, she's eating solid food, she's um Walk into the bathroom and we're prepping to put her into a rehab facility.
So they repair her hip. I don't even know, man. It makes no sense to me. We're getting half information. No, it wasn't her hip. It was her pelvis, but apparently it was only a hairline. And I mean, she's been laying still for five weeks, so maybe I don't know. This, this woman is going to live forever is what I've come to the conclusion.
So. So now we're looking at, rather than looking at palliative, we're like looking at rehab to get her back on her feet and what are the next steps. So it's, it's really good news, but we were joking the other night and it's such a weird thing to make light of, but we were like, literally like, alright, let's start planning her funeral.
And now we're like, alright, how do we support her going forward? Cause she's, oh, she's not going that route. She's, she's sticking around and it's, it's wild. And we'd love her in, but for 94. To be rebounding like that out of a five week stint in a hospital is [00:08:00] pretty amazing. Um, so we're very thankful for that, and we're playing every day, one at a time.
And I know it's taken a lot out of my wife, and I love her to death, and it's been a lot on her. She just adores her grandmother and has been there almost every day at the hospital Helping her and supporting her and feeding her and helping change her when she's there like just every little thing you could do to support someone you love she's been there and I Applaud her on every level for it.
But so it's been it's been a really wild five weeks through this and we're just hoping that it continues on the upward trajectory, but We're all just kind of taking every day one at a time. So that's been a big part. So I missed a couple of shows on some very, uh, emotionally draining weeks where I'm just like, I'm not ready to jump on and whatnot, but you know, things are in an okay place.
Uh, that said, Christmas happened, of course. So we're, uh, with, you know, we had the three kids and tried to make the best of it. So with all this going on, [00:09:00] we kept them as much in the know as we could. And. made every effort to make their Christmas as great as we could, all things considered. So, um, you know, we did the, the regular gifts and stuff.
Then we went up to Collingwood to see my in laws and stuff for a few days and had my kids out snowboarding and You got used to the 
Allan: snowboard, that's amazing. We got a lot of snow, so, uh, yeah. So we still have none in Toronto. Like, literally nothing. When I mean we though, like, Southern Ontario, cause, I mean, I guess we got a bit.
But Barrie, like, last year. Saturday, we played up at Donnelly's in the back alley where I usually park. Well, I was slipping and sliding. I could barely get into the alley because there was so much snow. So, uh, yeah, 
Mat: we went up, we went up actually a night early because we saw there was a storm coming and thank God we did, cause we woke up to a float of snow and, uh, which was great cause we wanted to do outdoor activities.
So, um, really proud of my boys. My, my oldest is just ripping it down the hill. Now he's, I give him a few more rides and he's going to be [00:10:00] out riding me. Not that I'm a great snowboarder. I actually had one of my biggest spills ever this weekend. Oh yeah. I went down hard. Oh, you're not a young 
Allan: guy anymore there, Matt.
Careful. You might be breaking the hip. 
Mat: You'll, you'll learn that quickly. I went down and this is why you wear helmets folks. Uh, cause I, I strongly believe if I wasn't wearing a helmet, I probably would have been unconscious on the Hill. Um, but thankfully I got out of that. And then a couple of days later, I took my kids skating and thought I was, I don't know what someone is really fast on skates, but

I was that person and I tried to go all out as hard as I could to show my kid how good I was on skates and then. Tried to stop at the same time and that I went down hard again. So Wow. Tanya: And it's usually the kids [00:11:00] that, in like that, it happens with, I remember my first incident where I was trying to outrun one of the kids and yeah, somehow my head was going faster than my feet. Underneath me and I, I fell, I full out fell and then the kid was over top of me going, are you okay?
Are you okay? And I said, yes. And they said, tag, you're it. And then they ran. And I'm like, yeah, no, I'm done with this game. Not 
Mat: running after you. Well, and just really, I know you're moving on. Lastly, like the, the thing with the skating is my, my oldest son, Riley, out of nowhere, I don't know if it matches, is suddenly a diehard Leaf fan.
And all he's thinking about is hockey, which is, you know, challenging for me cause go sports and all. So I'm trying to adjust and adapt and be there and be dad in this situation. So that's been fun. Um, cause he's already getting better than me in most things. Uh, now he's got something else to get better at me then.
So yeah, dealing with that. 
Allan: Good times. Fun times. Victor, how have you been, bud? [00:12:00] 
Victor: Uh, yeah, good. Um, well, okay, there, uh, Vanilla Ice Ben Johnson, uh, if you need some help, much like I schooled Al's kid, I can school your kid on a hockey stick. Please, 
Mat: yeah, yeah. Can I give him a designated, uh, daddy? Uh, would that help?

Mat: with our son too, yes. In Xtreme cases, that's where it goes. There you go. Uh, 
Tanya: uh, uh,

Victor: at least the gourd was the connective tissue and that was 
Mat: okay. 
Allan: Yeah. 
Victor: Chad, 
Allan: you have a, 
Chad: um, I mean, obviously shoresy Laura, anytime they're together, it's electrifying, especially in that scene.
They're so great when they both say for what? 
Allan: Yeah. And then shorty saying that, uh, she needs to bring a mop when she goes to interview a gourd. Yeah. 
Chad: Gord. Yeah. And then, uh, obviously Jory, anytime he shows up, I love the hitch guy, he'll sit on your porch for Halloween. 
Allan: No, my favorite's a JJ. Frankie, just know he's walking around with a bad wipe.
That's so graphic.
Chad: It's also, also the Michaels one is pretty good. He sees the pack really good for a guy with his eyes so close. And then, uh, you cut it [00:39:00] out, but there's another one where he goes, Where there's the inverse on one of the red skies where he sees like 
Allan: I'm sorry I had to edit because yeah 
Chad: That's that's fair.
No, you cut

Tanya: Yeah, Laura, God, I miss her. She, I love the interaction between the two of them. Jory, uh, he was good on this scene. I liked him on the, on number 12 though, better, um, um, this one, he was just more reacting with the photos.
I like when he's reacting to Shorzy. Um, Um, yeah, it's a great pick 
Allan: Matt,
Matt's gone, 
Tanya: Matt, Matt walked away. It's my turn. Yes. I thought I went, 
Mat: I thought I went first, but I did not. 
Tanya: That's, that's what wine does. 
Mat: Fuck. This is why I don't drink wine. Okay. I've met you guys. I [00:41:00] even, I even, I actually asked Jen for a top up, but she refused to bring me one. So Oh, you're cut off. 
Allan: Oh boy.
Mat: Well, no, she's invested in, uh, I think she's watching 600 pound life or something like that. Oh boy. Yeah, no, that was, that was great. That was great shit. 
Crosstalk: No, seriously, I remember, I remember what we were talking about. Do you now? Do you now? I 
Chad: believe you.

Chad: Oh, uh, it wasn't 
Victor: Meek, it was Zeke.

Clip: number 10. Gord, let's grab a drink. Uh, I can't tonight. Sure you can. I might be meeting somebody. Might? Yeah. [00:43:00] Are you gay?
You're an idiot. I got a speeding ticket, I didn't drive us off a cliff. No, you're an idiot if you don't go out with that guy. You're an idiot. No, you're an idiot. Leave me alone, bro. He's asked you out twice and you still don't think he's interested. He's just being a slut. He's not asking you to get married.
Tanya: He can have any girl he wants in Sudbury. 
Clip: He doesn't want me. You want him? Then what's the problem? You're late. Oh, fuck you, Shorzy. You said be here between the second and the third, then you weren't here. So? So that's five, six minutes I could have had my hand on Laura Moore's leg. Oh my god. Don't talk to me about being intimate with a woman, I'll fucking puke.
Tough day at the barnyard then, eh Z? Leave her alone, bro. Hey, the big boy's muscling you out of the trough again? She's not in the mood. Oh, she's at peak twat alright. I mean, I can guess what this is. I 
Chad: mean, it's, it's, it's hilarious. Yeah, it 
Allan: is. Like, 
Chad: I mean, you go the full season, you go full season one and two of like, and three here of like, Shorzy and Zeke. You know, like added each other. And then you get this one moment where he's like, yeah, you're hot. And she's like, wait, you're not kidding.
Yeah. This one. 
Allan: Yeah. I love how she's taking it back. And I love the little smirk that, uh, that me gives when, when she realizes that sure, is he's complimenting her actually. And, uh, the whole act that was, was, was really funny. I really enjoyed that. Tanya? 
Tanya: This was a perfect scene. I was really hoping [00:46:00] that this one was going to be included in your list.
Yeah. Cause it, it is, it is such a great scene and actually I think that it required the startup with Gorgeous Gort, um, before it, it shows that, you know, she is hot and she's not. Um, 
Allan: yeah, Gord is picking her over, um, over Anik. 
Tanya: Yeah. It 
Allan: was, uh, yeah, 
Tanya: I think it's, it's a great pick. 
Mat: Now we're on track. This is good.
Like, I love this. And clearly you're, you're, you're starting to tell the story. The, the untold story of Gallant and Zeke, so I like that. Um, this is a fantastic scene. And hands down, actually one of my favorite moments from the entire season. Um, and, and how it plays out. The sort of, the subtle compliment that he plays out against Zeke.
Right down to his, his sort of, way he [00:47:00] portrays how to get out of a ticket. Like, I just. I love this. Right down to the subtle detail of Jory walking by and them having that little thing. This is a perfect scene from this season. Um, I'd put this much higher, but I appreciate that it's on the list. Excellent.
Victor? 
Victor: Uh, yeah. Well, the previous two scenes are, I guess we can call them honorable mentions because Collectives. Collectives. They're, 
Chad: they're telling the story. They're telling the story. So this is 
Victor: officially the first scene that we're looking at, uh, number ten. And, um, you know To say it a little more bluntly than that, I'm actually surprised and disappointed that this is number 10.
I would have expected this to be much higher. Um, I'm sure there's going to be good scenes. Is this 
Mat: going to be the tone all night, Victor? I think this is the tone. Victor sat in the 
Victor: tone here. And that's why Victor is BA. Just, just settle down. All I'm saying is that this, this scene is not just saying it's not just a good scene.
It's an important, it's one of the most important character development [00:48:00] scenes for Shorzi because normally when we see Shorzi Kind of being nice. It's usually directly related to hockey or something in the locker room or what or what's big sexy But this is him actually, you know, completely turning the tables on his typical game with with with her So, you know like this is him just being nice And which is very very cool Kind of far and a few in between, uh, and, and seeing him like this.
So I think it's a very important character development scene, and I thought it'd be a lot higher than this. 
Allan: All right. Now we're, now we're cooking. Now we are cooking. The first two clips were, were, were picks 20 through 10. And now that was number 10. Here we go with number nine. 
Clip: Number 9. Fuckin what?
Captain's meeting. Yeah, well you should've come to us, it's fuckin freezing out there. We've got the National Senior Tournament in two days. Hope I'm warm by [00:49:00] then. The other teams have already started to show up. Wait, it's cause of you. It's your fault. It's because of you. We've got a problem. Yeah, what's the problem, Sanguinet?
You've lost your identity as hockey players.
Quoi? After that loss, you've forgotten what makes you unique as athletes of the sport.
Jeff: Well, Lord Jesus, I never see a team with so many injuries as this, man. 
Clip: No excuses. But hockey players don't make excuses. You play for the logo on the front, not the name on the back. You play for your city and for your teammates. You win for them. No excuses. Well, check me with this team. You can barely walk, or you can barely lift my arm.
Never let them know you're hurt. You're the leaders of this team, and look at you. One's in a sling, one's limping around. You're crying about being cold. Give your balls a tug. You're hockey players. Never let them know you're hurt.[00:50:00]

You're the best team in the history of the no show. You're record holders. 24 wins, zero losses. A perfect season. So you've got two options.
You can sit around and cry about losing to the Yanks in the playoffs. Or find that fuck you attitude and beat them on the national stage. Shorzy. [00:51:00] Think you can find it?
Is that the runner up section? Well, we'll sit over here then. Pretty quiet Shorzy. Alright. Having a cry? I get it, bud. Life's tough. Wanna talk? Easy fellas. Where's the fucking barmaid? Yeah, send the barmaid over to the winner's section when she's done the runner ups. 
Allan: Who the fuck calls them barmaids?
Clip: Runners up! What? Runners up! It's runners up, not runner ups. Dumb fucking cunts. Call it what you want, bud. You're tossins. You're fucking extras. Ton of hockey left, boys. Ton of hockey left. Fuck you. Fuck you. Found it. Shut the fuck up, Delaney, you fucking cokehead. What are you gonna do? You've done too many speedballs, bud.
Piece of shit. Fuck you, man. What's that you were saying about [00:52:00] respect again, Meek? Sometimes you have to demand it. What are you gonna do? You're in a sling, goody. Come here and find out. What are you going to do? You're not going to fucking do anything. 
Tanya: Won't see much fighting in this tournament, ain't I?

Clip: talk, let's go. Come on. What Are you going to do something? A dog hockey, baby. Is that the Sudbury guys? Yeah. Uh oh. Yeah. 
Allan: Alright. Uh, that was the last scene from episode one. And, uh, I'm done. It's really, yeah. I mean, I think awesome says that this is a central, what did you say?
The central thesis of, of, of season three and it is, and yeah, I love it. Yeah. Chad, talk about it. 
Chad: Yeah, I mean, I did like, I honestly, I awesome just stole what I was going to say. Yeah, it's like, it's so pivotal to season three. Like this is the, the point that like everything before in season and episode one was kind of like build up.
You're like, Oh, they're [00:53:00] hurt. They lost. Or did you start off? They lost the final or the playoffs. Oh, they're hurt. They do the walking, you know, the walking competition where they kind of like show, show who's more hurt. Right. And, like, that's, that, that was a good scene, that, that was on one of the cutting blocks.
I'm upset that I had to cut that scene, honestly, that's one of my favorite scenes. What, the walking competition? Yeah, the walking competition. So, spoiler

Victor: you just give everything away now? Alright, might as 
Allan: well. 
Victor: It's like, this is 20, 25, 
Mat: you know, why 
Tanya: Victor's having beer and, and Matt's having wine.
So you're not going to 
Mat: be allowed on here for at least four 
Allan: to 
Mat: six. 10. 
Allan: What did you think of it? I'd say 
Tanya: this is such an. Epic scene, like, uh, saying when that sitting there and giving the coach talk and, um, you know, pulling his boys together and looking them square in the eye and everybody's facial expression.
I [00:54:00] think it is such a great, great scene and it was a pinnacle moment for sure. 
Mat: Uh, I only have one thing to say about this and this scene. Sets the tone for the season Okay 
Chad: victor Before victor goes like to know What what tanya said? Oh, it is definitely like one of the few like few times in the show. You actually see like really coach like sanguinette like most of the time he's just uh Like i'll shut the fuck up sanguinette and he's like, uh, you kind of see you do see him coach, but it's like One time it's like one of the few times you see him actually go No, you guys got a fucking set like step up and like dude do this shit 
Allan: Yeah, 
Chad: I loved it.
Allan: Uh, Victor, 
Victor: uh, yeah, not much to add. Uh, except, uh, I really liked, uh, make strawberries 
Allan: on her sweater. Uh, yeah, I'll [00:55:00] say this, uh, about the scene. Um, I think this whole season was, uh, sanguine. That's kind of coming out in terms of, um, being the leader, right? Like up until like the first two seasons, He's learning how to be a leader and this season he fucking takes it by the reins because yeah, this this this scene here He's like telling him to all stop complaining and stuff.
But later on we'll see we might see uh, like sanguinette like even like even clashing with schorzy and uh, and and Yeah, he's no longer that meek Sanguine net that we know from the first two seasons. So I love this, uh, the scene.

Tanya: Neither one of them can look at each other because it hurts so much to even say the words that you can't do this anymore. 
Mat: Yeah, they're both accepting the reality of the situation. It's hard, right?
Allan: Alright, we gotta move faster here, folks, cause we're only on number six.

Maybe. I can only assume you're still reeling from the no show cup loss. No inclination to neck a bottle of pills or make some toast in a bathtub? Nope. You let down an entire town. Your teammates hang yourself. What advice do you have for the balding 40 year old losers going through tough times? Hang in there, kid.
Positive attitude is essential for any [01:12:00] captain. Tell me, how do you manage to stay strong while falling short of expectations over and over? Well, just gotta pull yourself up by the bootstraps. I've heard your recent play called everything from pitiful to pathetic. But it's not as pitiful or pathetic as Franky's recent subtweeting at Mary May.
Oh no, what's he saying now? Today's tweets include Thanks for reminding me why I never open up. Oh. All I wanted was to be somebody's somebody. What? And finally I gave her all of me, and left none for myself. What a loser! That's all for the Sudbury Kids Sport Support Hey! You really like this Mary May, eh?
She takes my breath away. With her image. Though I do also wonder if she'd like to take my breath away with her hands. Oh my god. That's all for the Sudbury Kids Sport Support Live! Oh my god. Yep. Hey man. Thanks. Thanks? A lot of people watch when I have you on. I'm running a business here, and you're good for business.
So thank you.
Up until 
Allan: then, Jory looks grown up, but then he does that, that kid run away. It's, it's. [01:13:00] 
Tanya: And without the clip of number 12, the bonus reel with, without 12, you wouldn't have seen that arc and the, and the relationship change. 
Chad: Thank you. Thank you. Tanya's seeing the vision. Unless you watch 
Victor: the show and you know what's going on.
I've seen. 
Chad: I've seen. The vision of season three of shorty and how it's like Chad go 
Allan: with this scene Oh, 
Chad: I mean, it's it's just such a like it used like what am I trying to say? You know, I don't know since I don't know since like season two up till like even this is the last This isn't the last episode of season three you like all those Jory interviews.
He's just Reagan on Shorzy pretty much and Shorzy's just kind of taking it and then at the end there when they're done like filming He kind of like thanks him. He's like, yeah, you're like you're good for business stuff like that But he's like, oh, yeah, there's an actual not like a connection, but there's like a reason like he actually appreciates Shorzy even though he just [01:14:00] shits on him the entire time.
He has even in that even in that interview He's like, do you want to take make toast in the bathtub or something? You know, it's like You But he's like, at the end, he's like, yeah, it's, it's appreciated. It's a great, it's like, it's a good scene. I, I really enjoyed it a little, no, yeah, maybe it's, maybe it's a little too high, but I, like, I, I enjoy it.
It's it's, it takes from the, the power of like number seven there. And then it gives you some comedy. So, yeah, 
Allan: I enjoyed it. Uh, Jory, I feel like it's a parallel there between how Jory, uh, treats, uh, Uh, Wayne in his interviews, you know, by always sorry, shorty in his interviews by always insulting him like shores.
He does with Zeke always insulting her, but then you have that one moment where shores he finally admits. No, you're good. You're you're good looking woman. I insult you because. I just, you know, cause we're friends. Um, and Jory's kind of doing the same thing. It's like, uh, no, you're good for business. I really enjoy interviewing you.
I'm hard on you because I'm doing it [01:15:00] for, for, for my show. What do you think? 
Tanya: Um, yeah, no, I, I absolutely. I think this is the first time Shorzy starts, actually answers his questions, um, even though they're, Jory's still kind of poking the bear, um, you know, he's, he's giving him an honest answer back, sort of speak.

He's too hurt. Now you two. Fuck you. Freeze it. Freeze it. You like your fucking teeth? Hey, you like [01:19:00] your fucking teeth? I'll knock every single one out of your fucking mouth. I'm not kidding. Keep fucking running around. Schorz is out of his fucking mind right now. Playing with fire. Try it. Keep running. Keep fucking running.
Hey! Hey! Hey!
Go! Go!
Tanya: No, the podcast hasn't stopped. Ha ha 
Mat: ha. I actually enjoyed that moment. 
Allan: Yeah, it was, it was a A really well done moment. It's no sleepover, but it
Tanya: We're in the locker room. 
Allan: Everyone's [01:20:00] staring at Choy Hor, 
Tanya: we win. 
Allan: Still a period. The goal, man, 
Jeff: choy. You ready to be on tv?
Clip: I can't go,
Allan: so you 
Clip: should sit. I'll stand. Please sit. I've got a concussion not multiple. 
Allan: This is all part of the same Moment, but it is in the next episode. I cut out all the stuff in the middle But 
Mat: I can't believe you allowed this 
Allan: Because this is an amazing scene. So I'm alive 
Chad: actually actually To note it before you hit play these two like These two moments, definitely you have to, you have to do the knockout and the, yeah, you have to do the knockout and the aftermath together because it's just, even if you open up what that opening scene, it's just such a powerful moment.
Yes, for sure. 
Allan: Love it. 
Chad: You get a [01:21:00] past. 
Allan: Oh, I went too far back. One, one moment, please. 
Clip: I'll stand. Please sit. I've got a concussion, not multiple scleritis. Let's go. Look like Breaking Bright an hour ago. Sorry, my guy. You didn't hit me sanguine. Cool. It just sit I'll stand. Why won't you just sit? Because I got a concussion, not cerebral policy.
I'm really sorry, my guy. I don't know if this calls for your hand on my back. Sanguine. You couldn't go for a period. You know what I'm gonna say? Yep. What? Keep your head up, kid. You're done. What do you mean I'm done, Zi. What does she mean? I'm done. It ain't hieroglyphics dude. You're done. Just cause I can't push when I shit?
No. Then for what? You've had two concussions this past month. You have a pulled groin on the right side and a smashed ankle on the left. Should I go on? Sure. You can't push when you shit. Speak now. You know what I'm gonna say. Yep. What? Go till you can't go no more. Hell yeah, fuck yeah. I have time for that, Shorzy.
The classic hockey player mentality. Play through anything, never let them know you're hurt. That's right, give your balls a tug. [01:22:00] But this isn't the 90s. An entire arena just saw you get knocked out cold. Not to mention all the people watching the BroDude broadcast. So at this point, it's not about you, or what you want to play through anymore.
It's about us, and this organization, and dressing a player who's Who is what? Fucked up.
Allan: The truth bombs from Zeke. Hehehehehe.
Clip: You're not playing the semi final. But you better believe we're gonna beat the Yanks for you. Promise my gut, I'm gonna shut the fuck up. And I think it's time. Next. You had an honest conversation with yourself. You're too old for this choice. Can't we agree that's an outside dog about whether or not you should play again at all.
I know how close you are with your family. I'm so fucking mad at you. Talk to them.[01:23:00] 
Allan: Alright, that was number, that was number five. . Uh, Chad, talk about this, uh, collection of clips. 
Chad: I remember watching episode, episode four, like for the first time and when he gets knocked out and that, that pause there, you were just nothing for like two, three seconds there. Yeah. Thinking like, what the fuck just happened?
Like, you know, even, even on the replay and knowing what happens later, even on the rewatch, knowing what happens, you're like, I know he's going to wake up and you're going to get that final scene. Or that final like cut where, uh, I don't, I don't remember what that guy's name was, but he like, he's, you want to be on TV, which is a reference from episode three or two or three, I think it was when he got high stick by the Italian guy.
So it's like, it's, it's such a, like a, a moment where you see shores, you get knocked out and it's the first time you kind of like actually see like a rough hit in the show and you're [01:24:00] like, Oh fuck, he's fucked up. 
Clip: Yeah. 
Chad: And then you get that moment and you cut it out, but like the opening of episode, uh, five, where, where they cut on the uniform.
Yeah, it 
Allan: was just really long and there was no, there was no dialogue either. So for an audio only podcast, it was, yeah, 
Chad: that's totally, that's totally fair. Like the, the, the scene of the, them cutting the uniform, like you're, he's knocked out on the ice. You got the one paramedic or the team medic there, and then you got the two paramedics running in and you got that scene of Nat, Zegan make.
Like running towards the ice. It's just such a powerful like Set of scenes of like an end of an episode and you pick it up. Yeah, like right away and it's like one thing That's on the American side when you're binging it all when it first comes out is terrible I would have loved to have like a week between those two Episodes of like watching shorty get knocked out right and then not knowing what happened.
Sure Yeah, the next week where it's like we're in a binge models. You're like, [01:25:00] Oh, I just watched the next episode. You don't 
Victor: have to binge it. Yeah, I don't, I don't 
Chad: have to, but I have to 
Victor: know you don't watch one week at a time. 
Allan: Well, you have more willpower than most. 
Chad: Yeah. You have more willpower than some, than some of these people.
All right. 10. Those 
Allan: scenes. 
Tanya: Um, I loved the, the, the very last where he looks at Nat where Shorzy looks at Nat and, and he has the tears welling up in his eyes and, and saying, I, I, I hate you right now. Um, and it was such a moment of. Not having to be the mother and be, you know what, I'm doing what's good for you and not what's good for the 
Allan: team and well, it's arguable whether it would have been good for the team to put shorty out there as well.
But yeah. 
Tanya: Yeah, 
Allan: it's, um, 
Tanya: doing what needs to be done and, and regardless of how he feels about it. [01:26:00] And sometimes we get in our own way and he is certainly in his own way and doesn't see the, the, the destruction that he's causing to himself. So, um, it is such a powerful scene and like the whole lead up, I remember as you were saying, Chad, I remember watching it for the first time going.
Holy, like what the hell just happened and, and my heart feeling like it stopped and that pause. And when they go to black screen, I know I talked during this one cause we're, we're at, some people are just listening to it and not watching it. Um, but, uh, it, it was, it was such a moment where you're just, you're breathless waiting to see what just happened.
Like, what did they just show us and what just happened? Um, yeah, it's, it's, it's unbelievably powerful. 
Mat: I love storytelling. Um, yeah. And I know it's not the first time I've ever said [01:27:00] that, you know, I don't necessarily love sports, but I love sports movies, right? Moments like this and this show are why I love this show.
Right? I don't necessarily love sports, but I love seeing behind the curtain. I like to see what's going on. I like to understand the emotional aspects of it all. And I think, Yes, this is bits of clips that, that Chad's put together here, but this is a great example of where they've gone deeper and trying to show the behind the scenes and I really love this sequence.
They're, they're definitely, I know if we look back at the recaps, when we cut between the two episodes, Victor and I, I think we're quite aligned on, there was a number of gaps as they cut between the two, but take that away. I The simplicity of it, where he got hurt, and then his reaction, and then the follow up with, with the uh, with the management.
Um, I think this is a really, very real [01:28:00] moment, and, and I like it a lot. So, this is a great, this is a great montage here. Victor. 
Victor: I, I don't know, you're out of line. I'm sorry. Uh, it's one thing. I'm out of 
Clip: line. 
Victor: All of you are out of line. Well, 
Crosstalk: yes, Chad, we've, I've accepted Chad's insanity. I'm sorry. 
Victor: Like it's one thing to clip scenes from one episode, but then now you might as well mix like all the Star Wars movies are just one movie.
Okay. 
Chad: They completely are. They're telling one continuous story, but 
Victor: yeah, anyway. Anyway, the scenes are fine. I, I just remember being disappointed with all of this just because it was so impactful and it was so great and then they went and kind of fucked it all up. Yeah, 
Mat: I agree. And that's what I was alluding to.
I'm sorry, it 
Victor: wasn't a gap. They completely fucked it up. They did. Yeah, yeah. It had such big impact and they totally, they burst a balloon, right? It didn't make 
Mat: any sense. 
Victor: It didn't make any sense. And that's the part that I cut out, 
Allan: but that's basically the cold open for the next episode. Yes. Yeah. Where he's lying, he's dead.
Even though we just saw him in the [01:29:00] previous episode. Yeah. 
Victor: They've got the paramedics. They're cutting the shirt. That was, that was, that 
Tanya: was a miss. Cutting the shirt and then him going back to the locker room. Yeah. Like what the fuck is that? 
Allan: So yeah, I cut that out for time, but also, yeah. To avoid confrontation.
So avoid, yeah, Victor calling him that one. But so, so Victor, tell us, yeah, that's why you are BA. Uh, all I say about this is, um, this sequence minus that, that cold open, um, they're using every, every trick, every tool in their arsenal to, to. Ratchet up the intensity. I think this is the most intense Shorzy has ever gotten.
Probably the most intense it's ever gotten on, like, in the universe, like, Letterkenny as well. Um, because they set you up for it. The, the fade to black, the cut to black, the 11 seconds of black according to, to, to Shorzy. Awesome. The zero music [01:30:00] and on the show that you're so used to, they're being music all the time, everything they're doing, everything in our arsenal to ratchet up the intensity.
And it's, to me, it's like really like they're growing, uh, as storytellers and, um, you know, and by the, I guess Kiso, but also the, the, the directors and stuff and, and, uh, the season, I think they're really getting good at, at, um, at intensity. Uh, uh, Creating intensity and delivering on it. All right, let's go to number four.
Clip: Number four.
Allan: So, I believe this one here is a musical montage, so I'll just talk about it. This is Shorzy with his family at Uncle Ed's. Uh, and, uh, he's, his head's down. The family is there to comfort him. And we're, we're to, I guess, assume that at this point that he's making the choice to, to [01:31:00] quit hockey. And, uh, his sister's brother and father are, have their hands on him and comforting him.
Then we cut to a bunch of scenes, uh, where he thinks back to all the good times he's had playing with the Blueberry Bulldogs. Uh, so all this is playing out here, and folks can just watch this, you know, in the episode. Chad, why did you, uh, pick this scene? 
Chad: I It's such a like the the flashbacks to like Them winning the cup and I'm like going back.
It's just such a good like powerful moment of him kind of like reflecting on like His future. I'm honestly the only time you get to see his family in this season, which kind of sucks 
Clip: Yeah, 
Chad: there's also the great scene with gorgeous Gordon Z Z actually Meeting gourd at the bar as well. But it's the part of the shorty side is like it's such a good him like [01:32:00] realizing That he probably shouldn't play hockey anymore 
Clip: that 
Chad: he's too hurt like this last scene of The last cut of the scene of him just staring at the arena.
Yeah standing outside. Yeah standing outside and it fades to The like the final game It's just like a moment of like yeah You You obviously we know it's going to be his last app like his last game and it's such a Again, powerful moment. Oh like and in the show. 
Allan: Yeah and set to a great song as well. Like the 
Chad: yeah songs also great Yeah, another 
Allan: tool in their arsenal.
Just picking the perfect music like to accompany the visuals Matt What did you think? 
Mat: Yeah, so Chad, I agree With what you said, but I still can't get over how mad I am that they underutilized the family. 
Chad: Yeah. . So that, that, yeah, that I, I, I 100% agree with you because like the two scenes with them in season one and two are just [01:33:00] so great and it's just like, ah, they're just not even this.
And, and, 
Mat: well, even if, and I know the, the first season in, or sorry, the first scene in season one, we had mixed reactions. Some people loved it. Some people like get dragged on whatever, regardless. We saw them again for a good, solid scene in season two, and then we get this. I would have rather they just left them out.
So, as soon as I saw that, and I saw that opening with them, I basically forgot about everything after because I was just annoyed at that point. It was such an underutilization. I, I, I mean, I have to imagine there's some last minute decisions on the, on the cutting table or something that, or maybe there's more content than we ever see.
Yeah, like I don't, I don't know. It just felt off to me, um, and I still, I still have bad blood against that one, but I would love to have seen more of the family and I, I hope in leading into four, we get to see them back in a, in a full scene [01:34:00] again, um, as they deserve. Victor. I, 
Chad: I agree with you. Like, I feel like having the music over like that scene though is beautiful.
Better because the song is also like it's a really good song. 
Clip: Yeah, 
Chad: if you if you listen to the song It's a good song I would have I would have loved to hear the conversation but like even just watching the like the visuals of like The close ups to all their faces and then cutting to like shorty like putting his head on the table Yeah, you don't you don't need words in that scene again I would have loved a scene earlier in the season 
Mat: maybe with the family.
That's it I have no issue with how they portrayed that moment. Yeah, but The fact that that's all we got and not something else to reintroduce them That's where my issue is and that's that's all I see. 
Chad: Yeah, I 100 percent agree. Victor. 
Mat: Oh. Listen. Shake your head, 
Victor: Victor. If I want to see a good montage to a good song, I'll just watch Rocky again, right?
I mean, Uh, this, 
Crosstalk: [01:35:00] this 
Victor: scene, this scene is, it's a, it's, it's a nice montage, but, uh, for me, it doesn't even make honor roll mention, and it's, and it's for the same kind of reasons that Matt just said. He just need, you need to kind of double down on that shit. Like. Um, what did I do, man, not, not kind of set it up, right.
She said, you need to go and speak to your family. So we're all anticipating that we're going to get our big family scene. 
Clip: And 
Victor: then it ends up being buried amongst a million other things. And the montage is just, it becomes so kind of meaningless, uh, in a grand scheme of things. And it just, and I agree, like, just leave them out.
If you could get the scheduling done or whatever. Just leave him out. It's like watching Shazam and Superman show up, but you don't see his head like, what the hell? , uh, um, 
Chad: agreed. Yes. I like that. I liked, I curse. I 100% agreed. Yes. 
Victor: So, so anyway, uh, I think, I think it's fine. It just doesn't belong in a top 10.[01:36:00] 
Allan: Okay. All right. Uh, yeah. Uh, I like top 12. I like seeing the family. I didn't mind the montage. I, I, but I do agree with you guys. I was, I was disappointed. Uh, that, that, uh, the family wasn't used more in this episode or in this season. Um, but I think the way they were used just in that montage was, was fine enough because all they're showing is, uh, basically Shorzy has made his decision and, and how his family supported him.
So, and it's, it's a banger song. So I didn't mind it. 
Tanya: I don't necessarily think that. Um, it was, um, in reference to him making a decision. I think the decision was made at that table. I think it was his one last ditch effort of trying to find somebody to agree with him and them all looking at him like, no, you're, you're, you can't do this anymore.
And him then putting his head down because he realizes, He's done. 
Allan: Yeah, I don't know. Well, I don't know if they're the family would tell him to quit I think he's got it. He's got to come to that decision [01:37:00] himself, but who knows good because there's no dialogue. We don't know All right. Let's move on. No, let's go to number three 
Clip: Number three.
You look this good for all your interviews? I'm sick of an extra time for this one. My god, woman, you look fantastic. Thank you. How are we gonna get anything fucking done? Don't worry, I'm a professional. Are ya? Huh? A professional with her feet touching my feet while she's at work? How long did you plan on playing?
So long as I can fog a mirror. Well, Bobby Bond played on a broken leg. Zidane O'Chara played with a broken jaw. Like, Wired shows? Yeah, if he puked, he would have died. Why would he puke? There was a lot of fucking ugly dudes in the show. Why would he put himself at risk like that? Because hockey players don't give a fuck.
Apparently. He would have played with an eye hanging out of his skull or a nut hanging out of his sack. What are you going to miss the most?
The room. Yeah? The boys. In that order. Well, and being able to just haul off and punch some dude in the back of the head if I don't like what he's [01:38:00] doing. Think you'll be happy without hockey? Will you be happy?
Allan: Alright, and the rest of this scene is also montage, but fuck, what a great song. What an um, I, I, this song here is one of the best from, you know. Both shows. Chad, talk about it. I 
Chad: mean these, I mean these two songs back to back. In the same, it's the same 
Allan: Episode. 
Chad: No, Objects come from Five. But, uh, it's back to back, it's like, these two songs are just so good.
I feel bad talking over the song, but 
Allan: it's 
Chad: such a good song. I don't know who plays it, but the song is You'll Be Happy in a Little While. 
Allan: And, uh, so we have, uh, you know, Wayne or Wayne Shores walking towards the arena and the people, the crowd entering the arena for the last game. Uh, and there's, uh, meek, Zeke and Nat walking to their, [01:39:00] uh, box to watch the game.
And we have, um. Uh, what's her name? Um, 
Chad: uh, I literally watched the show the other day. And the owner 
Allan: of the French team walking with her team to, to the dressing room, Maggie May or something like that. Or, uh, and the, the sluts walking towards there. Yeah. It's all, yeah, it's all slow motion walking during the montage.
Uh, but it's the, the last game that they're headed towards. And then just the way he uses music.
Sanguinettes comes into the dressing room.
And then the chorus playing
as the camera pushes slowly in on Shorzy while they're doing the roll call.[01:40:00] 
And Shorzy is looking very intense but also a little bit of a smile because he's doing what he's loving right now and now they're headed to the ice. So as you, Shorzy pumping his fist, arms raised, high fiving the crowd as he jumps on the ice.
This is probably one of my favorite montages of, of from Shorzy. Yeah. And they're standing for the national anthem
and the game begins.
All right, Victor, what did you think of that choice? 
Victor: Yeah, um, obviously a great montage, great song. Everything was perfect, except I would have probably started it after the [01:41:00] nonsensical conversation with giving, uh, props to Zdeno Char. Um, you know, uh, sometimes there's a little too much Zdeno Char talk in the room and the fella, I don't know it.
Uh, I don't know who that is. Spoken like a true Toronto Maple Leaf fan who hates Boston. 
Chad: Yes. If you say so. 
Victor: Well, there you go. You should know better next time. 
Allan: Yeah. 
Victor: Okay. 
Allan: All right. Well, uh, yeah, like I said, I've already said all I have to say about this. You know, I think it's one of my favorite montages of all shores.
Tanya: I I'm, I'm, I'm, I'm getting tired and I got confused. So sorry, I'm 
Chad: just going to 
Tanya: ruin the whole thing right 
Chad: now, 
Tanya: but I got confused. I'm sorry. Is this, he wasn't allowed to play, but he's playing. 
Chad: So the 
Allan: last game, he wasn't allowed to play the second to last game. Okay. 
Tanya: But they let him play the last, last game, correct?
Yes, because there was an, and the French woman tried to stop him and there was [01:42:00] that whole conversation. I do remember that, but I don't remember him playing for some time. 
Chad: So they had, they had a vote. They are like, they brought all like the team captains together. They had a vote and then they all said no.
And then that's it. It's his last game. And then they call it kind of. Like, it's his last game ever, and they all kind of like agreed that he could play. So, 
Tanya: even though he's had the concussions and everything, he's going on ice one more time. 
Victor: Correct. Gotcha. Another example of making that impactful scene earlier so unimpactful.
Tanya: Right, right. 
Victor: Gotcha. Okay. So, what did you think? 
Tanya: Um, now that I'm caught up, um, yeah, no, it, uh, it's, it's powerful. I just got confused with the order of things. I didn't know whether we were, um, before, before he was done or after he was done. So, um, yeah, I, um, it's, it's bedtime now.
Mat: All right. [01:43:00] Um, two points. One. There's like a, a really hopeful part of me deep down that's hoping this whole series is leading up to a spinoff, either, maybe it's a movie that's called Morsey, that's just a, uh, rom com of George C. R. R. Martin. Please, please, I would 
Chad: watch that every All day, every day. 
Mat: The name, the name already writes itself.
So that's one. And two, when we get deeper in, I, I, I think this is one of the best uses of music and, um, camera work across the series. That slow, that push on him, uh, as his intensity grows. It's just perfection. So a great, great one, man. Great. 
Allan: I believe they are referring to season four of Shorzy as fourzy.
So they're already kind of doing. Something like that. Here we go, number two. 
Clip: Number two.
Oh yeah. Keep the fuck out? [01:44:00] I need you to keep the fucking puck out. Can you do it? Just worry about the guy. I got him. Don't worry about him. Can you keep the fucking puck out? Yeah. Keep the fucking puck out. Need five fucking goals, boys. Need five fucking goals here. I know everybody's hurt. We need five fucking goals.
Who wants them? Who wants the goals? Hitch. You ever been on a team this good? No. Get one for us. Dolo. You ever won a national title? Nah, bro. Get one for us. Goody. You ever been on the best team in the entire fucking country? Not yet, sure as hell. Get one for us. Fish. You'll never be back here again, you fucking loser.
You know it. I know. Get one for us. Hey, big boy. Everybody's playing through something here. You gotta play through it. You gotta battle. Whatever is fucking going on in Quebec, forget it. You gotta play through it. We need you. We need you here. We need you. [01:45:00] 
Allan: And the players return to the ice for the final period.
They're down 4 0, I believe was the score. They're down by 4. 
Chad: It's, uh, yeah, it was like 
Allan: 4 0. And Shorzy limps onto the ice.
And then the rest of this is also a musical montage of the game. So, Chad, while this is happening, why don't you talk about 
Chad: I It's such a great build up of a song. Like, you have that, like, you have that moment, like, in this episode. You, you watch him, you go, you see him go down. They're all getting frustrated.
And then Shorzy has that moment, it's like, Yo, we're never gonna come back here. We're never gonna be back here. 
Allan: We don't 
Chad: deserve to be here. Shorzy fucking takes out the fucking goalie. Yeah, he hits the opposing goalie. 
Allan: Well, he does it to rattle the goalie's cage. 
Chad: Yeah, he does. He rattles the goalie. He takes two players out with him.
Like out in the penalty box. Yeah. With him. He knows what he's fucking doing. He's Shorzy. He has the one dude punching his [01:46:00] fucking helmet like 
Allan: yeah, 
Chad: and the buildup of the song that's just going and it's good. I Mean, I love I love the your man in episode one. Yeah, or in season season one. Yeah, your man.
This is one It's just great
True love the song true love true love. Yeah true love in season one where it's just like an emotional moment moment Whereas this is just like a buildup. You're watching, you see Goody score the first goal and you're like, fuck. Yeah. And I think it's, uh, Dolo scores the second one and you're just like, it's just going down the line 
Allan: again, the, you're going down 
Chad: the line and it's just the buildup of the song.
It's just building up that intensity. You see him diving for like blocks and stuff, blocking 
Allan: shots, risking it. Yeah. Risking his own health to, to win. Dolo scores. Yeah, they come back obviously and, and win it, but it's, yeah, 
Chad: like obviously, obviously they're going to win it. Like this is like, it's, they're the main characters of the show.
Jeff: Yeah, 
Chad: obviously they're going to win it, [01:47:00] but it's just a buildup, the cut up to like these scenes you've seen earlier in the show, the show of like the fans. And I, I think this is like truly the best film season of shoresy. I like what they did in season one and two, but there's something about this where they.
Do action shots. They do a lot of crowd work where it's just it's just A good shot of like the community around the blue, but the bulldogs. 
Jeff: Yeah 
Chad: this shot of them like Painting out of them and the bench. It's just it's just such a good moment 
Allan: This season was definitely way more cinematic, and the music just keeps on getting more and more intense, faster and faster.
As a song, it's kind of boring. Yeah, it's a 
Chad: boring song, but the intensity of the scene, the song goes with the scene, it's just so good. It's just another great choice of music. 
Allan: Yeah, for sure. Uh, Tanya, are you still awake? 
Tanya: I am. Um, uh, you know what, [01:48:00] Chad? What, the words that you just used, you were so poetic.
It was listening to you and watching the scene and you absolutely hit the nail on the head. I mean, it's 
Chad: not me. It's, it's, it's the man. It's number 69 himself, you know? 
Tanya: Yeah. 
Mat: Matt. 
Chad: And then, 
Mat: yeah. Um, the first half is especially would have been my number one. The rock locker room pep talk. Yeah. Oh my God.
What I wouldn't, what I wouldn't give to have been the camera person. That, back in the day when I used to hold a camera, that handheld approach, that in your face intensity, that, that just gave me chills. Um, You know what, I wasn't 
Allan: even paying attention, but was that all one take? 
Mat: Yeah, it was so good, man.
And it's like, whoever's on camera at that moment is following him around the room. And then, and then kneeling down beside him as he gets up next to [01:49:00] Frankie. That, that is like, that, moments like that are like, I wish I stayed with my original path. Because I would love to have been holding that camera in that moment.
But no, 
Chad: this 
Mat: is great, man. 
Chad: I agree with you. Like, that's, but you need that. The buildup of the music you get the oh, yeah, my goals. It's just it's just it's honestly, like I love what I picked for number one, but it's like This is just such a great moment in this episode. Like, I think episode six of season three is probably my favorite episode of shorts.
Oh, 
Mat: oh, don't get me wrong. Like five, five clips ago, I'm like, this one better be on the list. So I'm glad that it's up in your top two. I'm 
Tanya: shocked. It's not number one. Yeah. Victor, 
Allan: what did you think of that? 
Victor: Is it my turn? Yeah. that, your name is
