I hadn't finished packing and I was like, okay, we're throwing everything in a suitcase. We're. Jump in an Uber and we're getting to the airport.
So we thought we were smart in terms of we didn't want to originally could have flown through Montreal and I knew that Montreal was messed up the storms and Toronto was potentially messed up the storm. So it's like, I don't want to go to Montreal. That would be dumb. Uh, so we got a connection through Frankfurt and we.
Got on the plane, everything was good. We're on our way to Toronto and, um, the pilot comes on and sort of says, you may have noticed that we're circling right now. And, um, we were over near Montreal at the time. And he's basically, he said the, the Toronto airports closed. Indefinitely, at least for 4 hours, [00:27:00] but we had no Internet on the plane, so we had no idea why he didn't say.
So we're like, thinking, like, is this another 9 11? Like, what's what's going on? Like, you don't just close an airport. And, um, then it was like, okay, we're landing in Montreal. So we start heading for Montreal and then there's like, oh, there's no space in Montreal. So it's like, we're going to Ottawa now. We're going to Montreal. Oh,

And then we're, so then we circle back around and we land. And I mean, he does the typical in the wind, you do a hard landing. So you get putting in it, we safely land. And then of course, Montreal has no gates for us. So we go off to the. To a parking spot at the side of the airport and wait to find out what's happening and they open up Toronto, they refuel us and then we're, we're going to Toronto.
So, off we go to the end of the runway and the. We were like, taxi there and we're at the way and I'm watching on flight tracker playing before us just went and that's our turn to go. And then we just. Taxi all the way down the runway and pull off and then he comes on and says that the crosswinds were too strong and they were beyond the tolerance.
So he decided it wasn't safe to take off. I'm wondering if

Gord: extra cautious and nervous. He had literally just [00:29:00] had 2 difficult landings like 1 aborted landing in the same condition. So I don't think he was. And I'm knowing that a plane had just crashed because of crosswinds, not wanting to go beyond your tolerance.
So happy with the decision. But anyway, we get back there and they give us a hotel and a nightmare getting there. Everything's backed up with everybody trying to get anywhere. And all the close hotels were gone and. Finally, get to the hotel at midnight, and I negotiate my way on to through multiple options, getting a flight at 6 or 5.
yeah, 6 am the next morning. So we, like, 3 hours sleep and then get to the airport, have breakfast lounge and then. On the plane, and we're getting settled and as I'm sitting on my flight, I was like, notice that kind of recognize the person walking to the seat behind me. And it was Mr key. [00:30:00] So, uh, doing his commute to, uh, from Montreal to Toronto and, um, kind of.
Looked at Tom and he hadn't noticed and we were, we were separated because they had just given us the last seat. So. He was negotiating with the person behind for us to swap so we could be together. So it originally been right behind me. So I, before I shifted back, I just, he had his.
