Jack: for

Allan: We're here to listen and we're here to learn. 
Jack: [00:31:00] Yeah. So, so think about it like you've got the equator. Mm-hmm. Obviously we're south. Mm-hmm. You guys are north, but, but it's kind of the same.
The further towards the equator, you get 
Allan: the, the red or the next, the red or the next. Yeah. Interesting. Okay. Good to know. It's funny because like in uk, the UK is like such a small country, yet, like the accents are so wildly different from one neighborhood to another, nevermind city. So the fact that you have like an entire continent and the uh, uh, the accents aren't very different.

Jez: Mm-hmm. 
Mat: Yeah. [00:32:00] 
Jez: Mostly Queensland, but anyway, there's gum trees. 
Mat: Okay, 
Allan: cool. Anyway, on this scene here, I love how they had to subtitle what, uh, Mrs. McMurray was saying and, and how, how, like how amazingly wrong she gets it. But uh, uh, Matt, what did you think of that scene? 
Mat: Um, you know, I like it.

There are three classes of fireworks in Canada and yours are [00:34:00] Class one consumer
innocuous, banal. Undisruptive. What do you got? Class two display, high hazard pernicious chancy shells. Boom cakes. Oh,
56. Double shot Roman candles.
Like attracting a crowd with that. Debitage. Huh? Ralph? Tripe crapola. Wait, you said there was a third class? Yeah, we said there was a third class. What is it? Irrelevant. That's for professional use only. Only a true virtuoso has access. A what? You must be adept adroit. Dextrous. 
Mat: We get it. You have a big vocab berry.
Yeah. Congrats on your big 
Clip: vocabulary. But we just wanna know what the name of the [00:35:00] third class is called.
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my Gord. If you think it is hot out here, you should try hopping inside this thing with your friend Glen. Woo. Seriously, though it sleeps too.
Allan: All right, let's talk about the different classes of fireworks now. How big are fireworks? Down, down, under there? Uh, jazz. 
Jez: Certainly don't have, like, you can't buy them from shops. We've obviously got, uh, some fairly big bushfire risks. So the only fireworks are [00:36:00] the professional kind done for shows or at the footy or something like that.
So, so you 
Mat: can't even 
Jez: buy Roman candles. I don't know what a Roman candle is. I think a, A CT went through, which is our kind of capital city territory, which is only really tiny little territory and Darwin sold. Oh, 'cause Darwin sell them. 
Jack: Yeah, they have, they have one day a year where they have, they, I can't remember what they call it, but it's a, yeah, they have one day a year where they just light fireworks and go nuts.
Um, but otherwise, yeah, they're, they're just, they're pretty much illegal, um, except for professional use. So, although I must say again, soccer tonight. Our local, one of the big boating, camping, fishing stores down near Anaconda is sold out of flares in, in Melbourne. 
Allan: So you guys can buy flares, but then you use that as flas?
Yeah. Well you 
Jack: can buy flares for like actual Yeah, 
Allan: like 
Jack: boating or football. Gans. But, [00:37:00] but yeah. The football hall against will use them and uh, yes. So they are, that 
Mat: flare is actually worse if we're, if we're really looking at it. 'cause that thing stays going. 
Clip: Yeah. 
Mat: Right. If firework is a one big bang, it's exciting and then it's gone.
A flare will run for like, what, 30 minutes and in some cases, if not longer. 
Jack: Yeah, but they, yeah, like Joe said though, huge fire risk. Yeah. And, and fires, you know, big one. Yeah. Not ideal. No. You guys take that. 
Jez: So then I'll put it to you guys obviously. Is the categories of fireworks a big thing? Like do, would you guys actually know it?
Like, oh, I had no idea about the categories. 
Allan: No. I just know what we can buy out of the trailer down the road. Yeah, EV every, and, and I mean, they're not banned up here, but they are certainly, uh, controlled in terms of when and where they can be sold. Um, and I know our American listeners are listening and laughing their asses off here.
'cause I always tell this story when we were down in, um, uh, Myrtle Beach and we went to the pier and watched [00:38:00] one, like an a, an amazing fireworks show, uh, that would like rival anything you'd see up here maybe for Canada Day and asking what's the occasion? And they said, it's Wednesday. Every Wednesday we, we have a fireworks show like this.
They love their fireworks. Um, but in Canada it's not, you know, restricted, but it's definitely controlled. And I'm sure in, in fire hazard areas, like right now I think saskatchewan's like in red, uh, zone red for, for like, in terms of risk of fire. And uh, and we know like how much, how much trouble Alberta's gotten with fires lately.
So I. It's for good reason that they control 'em, but, uh, yeah, definitely not as widely available as I'm sure they're down south. 
Jack: Yeah. Aside from football and stuff, the only time we really get, like people buying, like public buying and using fireworks is New Year's Eve. 
Mat: Mm-hmm. That's it. Eh, so we have what we have what New Year's?
We have made two for all the, all the long weekends now. Yeah. Can't, can't, well not, I wouldn't say all the long weekend, but can No, well, up here, every time 
Allan: there's a long [00:39:00] weekend we, we hear fireworks all weekend long. 
Mat: Well, you know, you guys are up country, so you know, it is what it is. Yeah. 
Jez: We're lucky.
Fireworks got, like, the local shows do fireworks around here and we are literally 300 meters from the park that, that does 'em. So every start of December, um, for, for two nights in a row we can just pop out the front and get a, a pretty epic fireworks display. But, uh, we get sparklers. Yeah. That it, 
Jack: yeah. We can buy sparklers.
Yeah. Yeah. For the kids. 
Allan: To answer your question, I guess I, I wasn't aware of these categories, so I don't know if we're real or not. So 
Jack: technically we could probably get Roman candles. Mm-hmm. But that'd be candles made in Rome.

Allan: to Tobias says two mal, some coming, two malted biscuits separated by light hard chocolate cream filling and co [00:51:00] it in a thin layer of textured chocolate.
Victor: Anyway, it sounds 
Mat: good. Ask whatever. It's, ask 
Allan: Tobias 
Mat: to give it a 
Allan: proper name. 
Mat: It's kind like an Oreo dipped in chocolate. Yeah. All right, let's move on the matches, 
Clip: but I won't get medicis up me mud about it. And let's get pissed. Oh, I have a few IESs. I, I 
Allan: need a nap. Yeah. Oh, lemme put 
Clip: on a proper pair of decks.
I'm in my track. 
Allan: DA proper pair of D like. Clothes or condoms? Pants. Oh, pants Track. Deck Track pants. Track. Track pants. He's got there thongs 
Clip: here. He's got his budgie S on underneath. 
Allan: Budgie smugglers. I, I know what that would be. That would be like a what? Wear those on a 
Jez: plane, 
Allan: but 
Victor: that 
Allan: makes no 
Victor: sense. Oh, that's like Matt's underwear.
What a budgie 
Mat: smuggler. 
Clip: Yeah. Got enough. We'll help you with your stuff. Hi, maybe. Thanks for the hospitality mate. Well, we're here to share the thong 
Jack: are on his feet by the way too, just to clarify. 
Allan: Oh, okay. Good to know. 
Jack: Well definitely thong alike. Definitely. Yeah. Yeah. Like flip flops. Sure. Flip flops. Flip flops.
Clip: Yeah. Yeah, yeah. I gotcha. Carmen's well, 
Jack: but we'll be referred to later on. Mm-hmm. By the Kwa. [00:52:00] Wow, 
Victor: that was a lot in there suit, Glenn. It was just a lot. Where? 
Clip: Big power school. What? The fireworks school. Only tens of thousands of them. Any other silly questions? Well, I guess this was to be expected. Stewart Glenn rolled.
Quite frankly, I'm crust balling by what, okay, your a box of debitage. Now I know that my peers have had a question or two about Old Glenn over the years, and I'll admit it, I've been cagey, but clearly this is not your grandmama's fire retardant suit, so allow me to shed a little bit of light onto my queer backstory.
Finally, one thing I do think you know about me is my parents were traveling missionaries. My earliest memory is from their first mission, seven years old, down in health for certain Kentucky by way of Satan's Kingdom, Massachusetts. Quote Steve Glenn sinner. What shall we do here today? Well amalgamate this debitage into something interesting and stand a safe eight [00:55:00] meters back.
Excuse me. Stand a safe eight meters back. 
Allan: All right. Uh, I have to stop there because, uh, Tobias was looking forward to that scene. He claims that this is the best lens scene in all of letter Kenny. Uh, well, his favorite anyway. Um, and a lot of it was one shot, like that whole speech of his not, it wasn't an entirely one shot.
'cause they cut away a few times those long gaps of speech that he's just delivering that like flat without it, it was, it was impressive. Uh, what did you think of that, uh, Victor? 
Victor: Yeah, it was probably, I actually agree with Tobias. Uh, it's probably about one of the most captivating scenes with Glen, where he's both serious and funny.
Mm-hmm. But he's not being stupid, you know what I mean? Sure. Like, um, he, he, it's not going for a cheap laugh. He's just like, he's showing his, um, um. Well, tyranny is [00:56:00] showing his acting chops there. Sure. But also Glen is showing kind of the more serious side of him that, you know, giving you a bit of a ba backstory.
I don't know how much of it is actually true or not, or if it's supposed to be true or not. Mm-hmm. Uh, but it's certainly fun and captivating and he is a great storyteller and everybody's just listening, including all of us. And, uh, yeah, I agree, uh, with Tobias, I can't really think of another scene in all of the episodes where he goes on for this long without you thinking, okay, let's move on.

Stewart, you can't pull the wool over this old goat's eyes. Um, can fireworks be recycled? No, they're really bad for the environment. But good news is power techs are working on friendlier recipes.
How big is the largest firework ever launched? Uh, about the size of Stewart's mom's Honda launched in Colorado in 2020. It's not your car, Stewart. Queen Elizabeth Love fireworks so much that she created an honorary title for the best pure, uh, p pyro, p pyro technician in Britain.

Allan: Yeah. I don't remember 
Clip: gentleman, what they call it? 
Jez: Candle wasters. Uh, 
Allan: I

Victor: there's things when that you learned as a kid that have changed, like including about your own solar system. So I mean, things about 
Mat: is new, is that what we're saying?
Jez: Australia, the continent always used to include New Zealand and some of those other countries that, that Jack mentioned. It was just called Australia. I think Oceania came in to be more open to those countries, so we weren't mm-hmm. Completely shit on. Okay.
